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INTRODUCTION 

SCOPE AND METHOD OF CENSUS 

. Legal basts for the census.-The Sixteenth Decennial 
census of Agriculture was authorized by the Act or Congress, 
appro~ed June 18, 1929, which provided for the Fifteenth and 
subsequent decennial censuses. Under the provisions of this 
Act, the 1940 Census of Population and Agriculture was to be 
taken. as or the first day of April; the number and form of the 
inquiries in the schedules used were to be determined by the 
Director of the Census with the approval of the Secretary of 
Commerce; each enumerator was charged with the collection in 
his subdivision of the statistics called for on the schedules; 
and the enumerator was to visit personally· each dwelling house 
in his subdivision and in case no person competent to answer 
the inqu-iries was available he was to obtain the required in­
formation from persons living nearest to such place Who were 
compe·tent to answer the inquiries. Pertinent paragraphs of 
this Act are included in the appendix to this volume. 

Area of enumeratton.-The 1940 Census of Agriculture 
covered the cont-inental United States (the 48 States and the 
District of Columbia), Alaska, Hawaii, Puerto Rico, Guam, Amer­
ican samoa, aild the Virgin Islands of the United States. The 
data in this volume, as well as in volumes I and II of the Six­
teenth Census Reports on Agriculture, are for the continental 
United States only. The statistics on agriculture for the out­
lying territories and possessions are published separately. 
The Census Act, under which the Sixteenth Decennial Census was 
taken, did not provide for an enumeration of the Philippine 
Islands. The most recent agricultural census, made by the 
Commonwealth of the Philippines, was taken as of January 1, 
l93S. 

Dates of enumeratton.--.\8 mentioned above, the Sixteenth 
Decennial Census ot Agriculture was taken as of April 1, 1940. 
The dates for previous censuses of agriculture were: January!, 
1935, 1925, and 1920; April ~ 1930; April 15, 1910; and June 1 
for the earlier census years. These changes in the date of 
enumeration affect the comparability of the statistics for in-' 
ventory items, whi.ch are taken as. of the census date, and to a 
lesser extent the statistics for production and other.items 
which relate to the preceding calendar year or crop year. The 

-livestock and livestock products i terns are particularly affected 
'by changes in dates of enumeration. This point is discussed 
in detail in Chapter VII. 

The trial census and preliminary work.-A "Trial Cen­
sus of Agriculture" ; on a very limited scale, was taken as of 
J-anuary 1, 1938. The schedule used was prepared early in 1937 
.by·a special advisory committee made up of representatives or 
the United States Department of Agricultl:II'e, Central Statisti­
cal Boatd, and the Bureau o1' the Census. The State statisti­
ct'ans of the United States Department oi' Agriculture performed 
nearly-all of the actual enumeration and forwarded the sched­
ules to the Bureau Of the Census for tabulation and analysis. 
The statisticians made written :reports on all items of interest 
connected with the en)Jilleration. Their reports included com­
ments ori the wording and the arrangement of questions, the time 
required for 1 filling out a schedule, the reaction of farmers 
to certain questions, the relative accuracy of replies obtain~ 
eo, and other pertinent facts relating to enumeration problems. 
These· comments were carefully studied and indexed for later 
use ln the preparation ot the 1940 ·schedule. This trial enu­
~eration was very helpful in determining the nature and form 

·of the 1940 questionnaire; in· improving the instructions to 
atea managers, district· . supervisors, and enumerators; and in 
the plaMing for, the tabulations and publications. The results 
or .this trial enumeration, which covered approximately 3,0QO 
farms. in selected counties in 40 States, were published in the 
torm· of mimeographed releases. 

In advance of the date of the 1940 enumeration more than 
2,300,000 sample schedules were distributed to farmers, farm 
organizations, agricultural workers, newspapers, and others 
who were in a position to pub!icize the fact that a Census of 
Agriculture was about to begin. This opportunity for advance 
study was intended to promote a better understanding of the 
census task and of the information required as well as to ex­
pedite the work and lessen the load for census enumerators. 
The Census Bureau also cooperated with the Extension Service 
and the Division of Crop and Livestock Estimates (now Agricul­
tural Statistics Division) of the United States Department of 
Agriculture, the United States Office of Education, and numer­
ous colleges and farmers' organizations, in a campaign to pro­
mote farm record-keeping as a necessary step in preparation for 
the census. 

The 1940 farm and ranch schedule.-As pointed out, the 
Director of the Census has legal authorization to determine, 
with the approval of the Secretary of Commerce, the number, 
form, and subdivisions of inquiries in the schedules. If cen­
sus facts are to serve adequately as administrative tools in 
the carrying out of social and economic programs, every sug­
gested inquiry from whatever source must be given serious con­
sideration. Likewise, every schedule must be planned to secure 
the maximum of useful data, and at the same time the trouble 
to the respondents and the expense to the Government must be 
given consideration. To attain these ends, the Director of 
the Census not only had the aid of members of his permanent 
staff, but he also sought the advice and constructive criti­
cism of advisory committees and of other experts outside his 
own organization. 

A Special Census Advisory Committee for preparing the 1940 
Farm and-Ranch Schedule was designated by the Honorable Daniel 
c. Roper, former Secretary of Commerce. Members of this com­
mittee and their affiliations were:

the chairman and the members of the co~mittee located in 
Washington met frequently and, with the assistance of repre­
sentatives of the United States Department of Agriculture and 
of the Bureau of the Censu~ did much of the spade work in pre­
paring and arranging the questions. The full comrr.ittee met 
from time to time to pass judgment on what had been done and· 
to offer suggestions for improvements. Both the full committee 
and the subcommittee made themselves available to all individ­
uals desiring to make personal appearances in support of any 
inquiries in which they were interested. For several years 
prior to the enumeration the Bureau of the Census had cata­
logued all suggestions and criticisms received concerning the 
nature and form of inquiries and the general make-up of the 
schedule. These suggestions, most of which had come in volun­
tarily, and the comments of the State statisticians of the 
"1938 Trial Census" were given careful consideration by the 
committee. Mr. VI. F'. 'Callander of the United States Department 
of Agriculture acted as a clearing house for channeling in the 
recommendations of that Department and Mr. Ole A. Negaard act­
ed in the same capacity for the other Government agencies. At­
tention was given by the committees not only to the make-up of 
the schedule but also to the preparation of instructions to 
enumerators. A few suggestions for publication of the data 
were also made. 

This committee's final draft of the Farm and Ranch Sched­
ule, of the Plantation Schedule, and of Instructions to Enumer­
ators, with a few changes, were referred to the General Census 
Advisory Committee for further study. Only a few relatively 
minor changes were necessitated by the recommendations of the 
General Committee. Seven drafts of the Farm and Ranch Schedule 
were prepared and carefully considered before a copy was sent 
forth for printing. 

The number of requests for spe?ial inquiries exceeded, by 
far, the physical limitations of a schedule. After careful 
consideration 232 numbered inquiries, or questions, were de­
cided upon. In order to permit the use of this large number 
of questions, and' in order to lighten, insofar as possible, the 
task for both the farmer and the enumerator, regionalized Farm 
and Ranch Schedules were used. Under this plan the 48 States 
and the District of Columbia were divided geographically into 
9 regions as follows:

A map outlining these regions is presented on page 11. These 
9 regions do not conform to the 9 geographic divisions ~nto 
Which the States have been grouped for presentation of the 
tabulated data. 

All inquiries on the face of the Farm and Ranch Schedule 
carried under major headings of Farm Operator, Farm Tenure, 
Farm Acreage, Values, Farm Mortgage Debt and Farm Taxes, Other-

Land Owned, Work Off Farm and Years on This Farm, Irrigation, 
Cooperative Selling and Purchasing, Farm Labor, Farm Expendi­
tures,, Farm Machinery and Facilities, and Supplemental Informa­
tion were the same for all regions. This was true also of the 
(juestions on livestock and livestock products which occupied 
the first column on the reverse side of the schedule as weli 
as those on value of products which were interspersed with the 
li vestocl< and crops questions on the reverse side of the sched­
ule. The regionalization was determined solely, therefore, on 
the basis of the crops grown in the various States. For exam­
ple, Q": 102 0!1 durum and macaroni Wheat appears on the SChedule 
for Region 5 only. Insofar as poss.ible, the regionalization 
also took into account common differences in units of produc­
tion. In the case of potatoes, as an illustration, production 
was to be reported in bushels for all States except Arizona 
and California (Region 9). In these two States potato produc­
tion was to be reported in 100-lb. bags. The conversion fac­
tors used in reducing , the reported production figures to a 
common unit in order to present United States and geographic 
division totals, are presented in chapters VIII and IX of this 
volume. In the case of citrus fruits, the regionalization of 
the Farm and Ranch Schedule also took into account differences 
in the crop season. For California and Arizona (Region 9) the 
citrus production figures relate to the crop of 1938-39 from 
the bloom of 1938,while for all other citrus-producing regions 
production was reported for the crop of 1939-40 from the bloom 
of 1939. 

In addi t1 on to the questions on specified principal crops, 
there were "catch-all" questions for miscellaneous or unspeci­
fied crops, ,one such "catch-all" question was at the end of 
each of the blocks relating to field crops, vegetables for 
sale, small fruits, orchard fruits, nuts, anc citrus fruits. 
Reproductions fo the 9 regionalized 1940 Farm and Ranch Sched­
ules will be found in the Appendix to this volume. 

Although the total number of major inquiries (numbered 
questions) was 232, as a result of this regionalization of the 
crops inquiries, the count of numbered questions appearing on 
the Farm and Ranch Schedules ranged from 170 in Region 2 to 
188 in Region 9. The completeness and accuracy of the returns 
for any inquiry are, of course, materially affected by whether 
the item is listed on the schedule or whether it must be writ­
ten in by the enumerator, as well as by the position of the 
inquiry on the schedule, particularly in its relation to the 
element of fatigue on the part of both the questioner and the 
respondent. 

A supplementary schedule, called the Plantation (MultipLe­
Farm Unit) Schedule was· also required from the landlord, manag­
er, or operator of a plantation (multiple- farm unit) operated 
as one working unit on which five or more farm families (in­
cluding at least one cropper or tenant family) was regularly 
employed. This Plantation Schedule was provided for use only 
in the southern States'and in a few other areas where cotton 
production is important. The purpose of this schedule was 
two-fold: (l) To make possible a statistical treatment ofthe 
entire plantation as a unit; and (2) to avoid the danger of 
duplications or omissio11s in the ;returns for animals, crops, 
and expenditures. The Plantation Schedule·was only supple­
mentary; a separate Farm and Ranch Schedule' was still required 
for the 'home farm of the plantation and one for each of the 
croppers and other classes of tenants. 

In addiUm1. to the census of farms and ranches in 1940 
there were two other censuses relating to agricultural lands, 
one a census of irrigation enterprises and the other, a census 
of drainage enterprises. The census of irrigation enterprises 
covered 20 St'ates and that for drainage enterprises covered 38 
States. The results of each of these censuses are ptesen·ted 
1n a series of State buHeUns. Each series will be assembled 

·with a summary for the United State~?, ami published as a sin­
gle , volunie. Statistics on irrigated and nonirrigated c-rops 
representing individi:lal farm returns were obtained 011 the Farm 
and Ranch Schedules for Regions 5-9 inclusive, and are pres'ent;­
ed in county table 15 of volume I, and chapter VIII of this 
volume. Such statistics should not be confused with the 1940 
Census of Irri.gation which is an enumeration of irrigation en­
terpr'ises. 
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PLAN OF REGIONALIZATION OF FARM AND RANCH 
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Method of canvass.- For purposes of· administrative con­
trol of the enumeration, the United States, including its ter­
ritories and possessions, was divided into 104 areas, each 
area being administered by an area manager. These areas were, 
in turn, subdivided into 532 districts, each of Which was head­
ed by a district supervisor. The number of enumators employed 
in the Sixteenth Decennial census was 102,117, each enumerator 
being ass.igned one or more of the 150,170 enumeration dis­
tricts. These enumeration districts were laid out in such 
fashion that: (1) All incorporated places formed separate enu­
meration districts; (2} each township, precinct, judicial dis­
trict or 0ther minor civil division, or "balance of township" 
f:oTI!led one or more enumeration districts; (3) parts of 2 or 
more townships or other minor civil divisions were not placed 
1n the same enumeration district. 

·During the period September 25 to November 18, 1939, the 
area managers were given an intensive course of instruction in 
all.Jihases ot census work, including agricultu:re. This school 
tor area managers was held in Washington, D. c. Similar re­
gional schools of instruction were held for the distr.ict su­
pervisors February 26 t~ March 2, 1940, in New York City; 
Chicagt, Ill.; Minneapolis, Minn.; Kansas City, Mo.; Denver, 
Colo.;· san Francise~, Calif.; Dallas, Tex.; and Atlanta, Ga. 
School was also held in washington, D. c., March 4 to 9, 1940, 
for district supervisors in Pennsylvania, West Virginia, Mary­
land, Delaware, the District of Columbia, and Virginia. Prior 
to tl1e work of actual enumeration, the area managers and dis:­
trict .supervisors were further instructed by means of home­
study courses conducted by correspondence. The enumerators in 
turn were instructed by the supervisors by means of prepared 
tome-study courses, and in some ·cases through group instruc­
tion including the use of especially prepared sound motion 
pictures. 

Tl1e district supervisors were provided with instructions 
·for maki·ng a 'detailed examination of the first schedules re­
turned by each enumetator, and for checking key items on all 
s.ucceedlng schedules. When tl1e completed schedules for a 

subdistrict were returned by the enumerator, the district su­
pervisor was also instructed to check the completeness of the 
farm enumeration by means of the identification maps used by 
the enumerator to indicate farm locations. The district su­
pervisor then assembled the Farm and Ranch Schedules by coun­
ties, made a preliminary announcement of the number of farms 
by counties, and forwarded the schedules to the Bureau of the 
Census in Washington. 

Tabulation and office procedure.- When the sche<ill@s 
were received in Washington they were counted, arranged by mi­
nor civil divisions (townships, precincts, wards, beats, or 
other civil divisions of the county), and placed in folios. 
The individual Farm and Ranch Schedules were then examined by 
a force of, approximately, 1,300 clerks. These clerks had been 
given ~ intensive training in the correct procedure to be fol­
lowed in coding, editing, and reviewing the schedules. 

The hand coding process consisted of entering on each sched­
ule the necessary code designations to indicate the tenure of 
the farm operator and the major source of i!'lcome as well as the 
code numbers for any miscellaneous crops or miscellaneous kinds 
of poultry that were reported. The coding of farms by size 
and by total value of products was done mechanically, after 
the date had been transferred from the schedules to punch cards. 

The editing and reviewing procedure consisted mainly of an 
inspection of the individual schedules for faulty or poorly 
written figures; for misplaced, omitted, duplicated, or incon­
sistent entries; and for conformity to the Census definition 
of a farm. Doubtful cases were submitted to specialists in 
the particular subject in which problems arose. These special­
ists were either experts in the regular employ of ~he Bur·eau 
of the Census or agricultural statisticians who were loaned 
for this work from the Division of Agricultural Statistics, 
Department of Agriculture. In some cases State agricultural 
statisticians were called in for consultation regarding impor­
tant problems peculi~ to their respective States. In some 
instances, correspondence with enumerators or farm operators 
was necessary in order to clarify unusual reports or to secure 
needed additional information.

When all acceptable schedules for a county had been coded 
and edited, they were reassembled- by minor civil divisions and 
gfven permanent identification numbers.. The numerical infor­
mation on schedules, including both the arnswers to the ques­
tions and the code numbers, was then transferred to a series 
of punch cards. To further insure accuracy of the final re­
sults the punch ~ards were run through a machine, called a 
collator, which picked out items in e:xccess of certain predeter­
mined totals or items which did not conform to certain rela­
tionships with other items. These unusual items thus brought 
into view were given close examination to determine their ac­
curacy. This collation of the cards was thought to be a dis­
tinct forward step in census technique. To summarize the data 
the punch cards were sorted into the desired groupings andwere 
then tabulated mechanically. The information was always to­
taled for each county by minor civil divisions. CountytoUDB,

The machi-ne tabulat1orn sheets, called result slips, were 
g;.ven a critical examination to test ·the reasonltbleness of the 
tabulatioa results. Whea the critical examination work had 
been completed the information on the result slips was trans­
ferred to county, State, or United States tables and the re­
sults were first published in press releases; then in a series 
of 3 State bulletins 13howing county figures; and finally in 
chapters covering, by States, certain commodities or special­
ized fields of data. 
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REPORTS ON AGRICULTURE 

Because of the large number of inquiries included on the 
1940 Farm and Ranch Schedule, the tabulation, critical analy- · 
sis, and publications were divided into three phases. In so 
doing the precedence of tabulation was based primarily on the 
relative importance of items, and also on their arrangement on 
the schedule and their relationship to other items. Thus, 
United States totals for some of the more important individual 
items were made available at a much earlier date than would 
have been possible other wise. 

The first series of tabulations covered the number! acre­
age, and value of farms; the value of buildings and of imple­
ments and machinery on farms; farm land according to its util­
ization; some of the preceding items classified by the color 
of the farm operator, some by the tenure of the farm operator, 
and some by the size of the farm; farms reporting and numbers 
of specialized classes of livestock and poultry, with some of 
their products; and farms reporting with the acreage and pro­
duction of specified field crops harvested. 

The second series of tabulations included: Mortgage debt 
for· farms of operating owners (both full owners and part own­
ers); taxes on farm property owned by full owners and part. 
owners; work off their farms by farm operators for pay or in­
come; age of operator; year of occupancy translated into the 
number of years the operators had been working their present 
farms; whether the farm operators reside on their farms; coop­
erative selling and purchasing of goods and services; farm la­
bor employed at specified times; expenditures for selected 
items; inventories of automobiles, motortrucks, and tractors, 
with the year of latest model of each general class; the avail­
ability, use, and source of electric current; farms With tele­
phones; kinds of roads adjoining farms; race of farm operators; 
inventory of goats; mohair production; goats milked; farm 
slaughter, purchases, and sales of various classes of live­
stock; miscellaneous poultry; fur-bearing animals kept in cap­
tivity; and pelts and information for those crops which were 
not carried in the first series, namely, the individual annual 
legumes, clover and grass seeds, miscellaneous field crops, 
farm garcen, vegetables harvested for sale, horticultural spe­
cialties, small fruits, tree fruits, nuts, and grapes. 

The third series tabulations covered the calculated values 
of the livestock inventory, livestock products, and crops har­
vested; and the reported value of farm products sold, traded, 
~r used by farm households, with statistics for farms classi­
fied.by major source of income, and by total value of products, 
1939. 

The results of each of these three series of tabulations 
were released in the form of preliminary State and United 
States reports. The initial preliminary State report was is­
sued December 23, 1940, while the first United States report 
on number of farmS, land in farms, and value of land and build­
ings was published February 5, 1941. 

Three series of bulletins, showing county and Statetotals, 
were issued for each State. In general, the subject matter of 
these bulletins followed the order of tabulation described 
above. The first and second series State bulletins, which con­
tain statistics on farms, farm acreage, general farm data, 
livestock numbers and products, and crops were later bound and 
published as volume I (in 6 parts) of the Reports on Agricul­
ture. The third series bulletins, one issued for each State, 
present county and State statistics on value of products and 
farms classified by major source of income and by total value 
of products. These were bound and published as volume II (in 
3 parts) of the final Reports on Agriculture. 

Three United States summary bulletins, presenting United 
8tates, geographic division, and State figures, were also pub­
lished. In subject matter, these correspond to the first, sec­
ond, and third series State bulletins; but they were not bound 
and published in volumes I and II. The United States, geo­
graphic division, and State figures contained in these three 
summary bulletins, as well as additional tabulations for many 
items, all arranged by subjects, make up this General Volume 
(volume III) of. the Reports on Agriculture. The plan of pub­
lication for the censuses of Irrigation and Drainage has been 

described. As indicated previously, these Reports on Agricul­
ture relate to the continental United States only. The agri­
cultural statistics for outlying territories and possessions 
are published in separate bulletins. 

A volume entitled "Special Poultry Report" was also 1ssued. 
This publication contains State figures on all poultry items 
covered by the 1940 census--numbers on hand, 1940, and numbers 
raised, 1939, for chickens, ducks, turkeys, geese, guineas, 
pigeons, quail, pheasants, and other poultry; number of chick­
ens solct, and number of chicken eggs produced, 1939--as well 
as all available comparative figures for preceding censuses. 
In addition, it contains tables showing figures for each county. 
for the 1940, 1935, and 1930 Censuses, on number of chickens 
on hand, chickens raised, chickens sold, and chicken eggs pro­
duced for farms classified by number of chickens on hand, coun­
ty f:igures on number of farms reporting chickens rais!ld, 1939, 
classified by number of chickens raised, and county figures on 
number of farms reporting turkeys raised, 1939, classified by 
number of turkeys raised. 

Another volume entitled "Cows Milked and Dairy Products" 
is being prepared. This publication will contain State figures 
on all dairy items covered by the 1940 Census--cows kept for 
milk production on hand, Apr. 1, 1940, cows milked in 1939, milk 
produced, butter churned; milk, cream, and butter sold--aswell 
as all available comparative figures for preceding censuses. 
In addition, county data for the 1940 Census ar!l shown for the 
number or cows milked; milk produced; butter churned; milk, 
cream, and. butter sold; and cows kept for milk production; for 
farms classified by number of cows milked. In this county 
table some comparative data are also shown for 1930 Census. 

EXPLANATION OF TEIDf,S 

Detailed explanations of the terms used are given in the 
chapters of this volume where the item concerned is first dis­
cussed. All text discussions should be supplemented by a care­
ful study of the instructions to enumerators and of the Farm 
and Ranch Schedule which are produced.in the Appendix to this 
volume. Similar information, given in the general reports for 
previous censuses, should always be·referred to in order to 
_appraise the degree of comparability between the figures for 
the various censuses. 

COMPARABILITY OF STATISTICS 

Changes in date of enumeration.-Earlier, attention was 
called to the fact that the 1940 Census ·of Agriculture was 
taken as of April l, the same date as the census of 1930; 
whereas the 1920 and middecennial enumerations of 1935 and 1925 
were made as· of January 1, the 1910 census as of April 15, and 
the preceding censuses as of June 1. These changes in the date 
of emunerauon have an important bearing upon the degree of 
comparability between statistics for the same item in succes­
sive censuses. The outstanding example of an item seriously 
affected by changes in date of enumeration is, of course, the 
inventory number of any of the several species of livestock. 
This is true because of the seasonal variation in livestock 
numbers causes by births and purchases on the one hand as 
against sales, slaughter, and deaths on.the other. A more de­
tailed appraisal of this problem will be found in chapter VII 
of this volume. The livestock inventory is, however, only one 
of many items affected by changes in date of enumeration. It 
is known that reports on livestock products, such as the annual 
production figures on milk and eggs, are influenced by thesea­
son when the enumeration is made, due to the tendency to use 
current production in arriving at the yearly totals. 

Changes in date of .enumeration also affect the reports on 
crops and other historic 1 tems because of the seasonality of 
changes in residence of farm operators. The 3 months, January 
1 to April 1, is a period when a large proportion of the shift 
of tenants between rarms takes place. Where there has been a 
change in farm operators, correct answers tQ questions on acre­
age and production for the previous year are difficult to se­
cure. In all cases memory of a fact becomes increasingly diffi­
cult as the time between its happening and the date of the cen­
sus increases. On the other hand, an enUmeration made early 
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1n J·ammry may: be more affected by omission of reports tor ab­
sentee operators, than would be the case o:r a census taken in 
AprH after spring work had started and the growing season was 
more advance. 

Changes i·n form of schedule and the wording of ques­
tions and i·nstructions.- Reproductions of the 1940 Farm and 
Ranch Schedule, as well as the instructions to enumerators, 
wHl be found in the Appendix to this volume. Similar infor­
mation for the Censuses ·Of 1935, 1930, 1920, and 1910 will be 
found in the volume entitled "General Report•·:ror each of these 
emlllle:rations, while 'the 1925 'farm schedule and .instructions 
are reproduced in parts I, II, and III of the 1925 Reports on 
Agriculture.- Volume V,. part I o:r the 1900 Census Reports on 
Agricultuil'e presents cop:i.es of the schedules·used and other 
pertinent information for all enumerations :from 1850 to 1900, 
inclusive. · A study of the schedules and instructions will re­
veal that the lnquiries on agriculture have undergone a con­
tinued process of evolution as a result of exPerience gained 
with previous censuses, shifts in the needs o:r the users o:r 
these statistics, ~d rapid and extensive changes in the form 
of American agriculture itself. These changes ln schedule de­
sign and wording ,o:r questions and instructions are very impor­
tant as affecting the comparability of the figures. Some out­
standing examples of differences in inqulr.1es, for the 1940 
Censits O·f Agriculture compared with preceding enumerations, 
are: Classlftcation ·Of land according to use, age groups for 
.livestock inventories, reglonal1zation of crop questions, crop 
seasolil and unlts of product! on for cl trus fru1 ts, and break­
down and wording of the questions on value of products. These

ehanges, as well as other principal differences, are discussed 
in the chapter covering that particular subject ln this volume. 
It should be remembered that not only may the wording o:r the 
lnqulry serfously affect the nature of the returns; but, ln 
addition, the position of the inquiry on the Schedule, its re­
lation to other items, the mechanical arrangement of the ques­
tion, and the punctuation employed are frequently o:r great im­
portance. In the case of minor crops, of local importance only 
the degree of coverage may depend, to a considerable extent, 
upon whether the item is listed on the schedule or whether it 
must be written in by the enumerator. In this connection, see 
the discussion of the regionalization of the 1940 Farm and 
Ranch Schedule which has already been given. The incomplete­
ness for minor crops may be of considerable importance :from 
the standpoint of the individual item concerned, but on the 
basis· of grand totals of acreage and value, such omissions are 
relatively unimportant. 

Other factors affecting comparability.--Duplication 
o:r acreage undoubtedly occurred, in some cases, where the lan:i­
lord and the tenant both reported operations on the rented 
land. Similarly, duplication may have been possible :for 
tracts of land operated some distance from the home :farm, par­
ticularly if the tracts were ln different enumeration dis­
tricts. Unwillingness of the farm operator to answer certain 
questions always causes some unsatisfactory returns. The va­
rious agricultural programs have undoubtedly influenced the 
nature of the 1940 Census returns, but an appraisal o:r the ef­
fect of such programs ls outside the scope of this volume.

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INSTRUCTIONS TO ENUMERATORS 

GENERAL INFORMATION 

PurJIOtte of the Census of Agriculture.-An AC't of Congress 
provides that n census of agriculture be taken every !'i years, for 
the purpose of obt~tining basic information on farm acreage, 
land values, crops, lin•stock, nncr other general items relating 
to agriculture. The Slxtt'Cnth Census, which will be taken na 
of .April 1, 1940, wm Include comprehemdve Information ou 
agriC'ulture, Including Irrigation and druhmge of farm land. 

Every enumerator must fill out a Fnrm and Ranch Schedule 
for t>ach tract of land in his enumeration district that might 
cJal!llify as a "farm" under the Cemms classification, giving an 
the requested information. The Information should be obtained 
by a personal \"lslt of the enumerator. It is absolutely neces­
sary that the census be complete and accurate. Census data 
are widely used by both private and ·public agencies and often 
form the basis for legislative and administrative programs. 
Th~ farmer should be made to feel that his contribution to the 
census is of real value to himself and to his community. 

CeiUius Schedules are C(IJI/idential.-The Federal law provi<l­
ing for the census prcscril>es heavy penalties for revealing in­
formation to unauthorized persons. The enumerator should 
mi1ke It clear, in dealing with persons who seem unwilling to 
give the information requested, that he is not allowed to give 
any information to their neighbors or other persons; that only 
sworn census employees will have IICC'ess to the farm schedules; 
and that those records for individual farms cannot be used for 
purposes of taxation, regulntion, or investigation. 

Schedules To Be Used in Enumerating Agriculture.-(a) The 
Farm and Raneh Schedule, which Is to be used in the enumera­
tion of all farms. Because of differences in the crops grown 
in vnrious parts of the :Nation, this schedule is not uniform for 
nil States. Nine ~glonal schedules, each differing only as to 
th(' crop Inquiries, ha:ve been prepared. Usc only Farm and 
Ranch 8chcdtdes on which the twme of gour State appca'rs. 
If they do not bear· the name of your State, communicate im­
mediately with your Supervisor and request a supply of the 
appropriate schedules. 

(b) Tb.e Plantation (Multiple-Farm Unit) Schedule, which is 
to be used In the areas designated on page 92 for obtaining 
supplemental Information from any landlord, manng£'r, or 
operator of a plantation (multiple-farm unit) operated as one 
working unit on which tlve or more fnmiltes (including at least 
one cropper or tenant family) are regularly employed. 

(c) Tbe Irrigation Schedule No. 1 on which enumerators 
in the 19 States listed on page 101 and In Florida are to report 
all irrigation ('nterprises which serve individual farms or groups 
of farms uombering not more than four. This schedule should be 
attnehed to the correspond~ng Farm nnd Ranch Schedules. For 
further instmctions on handling Irrigation Schedule No. 1. 
see page 144. 

(d) The Irription Schedule No. Z on which are to ·be reported 
irri~mtion ('nterprises serving 5 or more farms in thEt 1!l State;; 
listed on page lOL This !!Cbedule will be prepared by the 
cnnmerat()rs only in rare Instances, as specially directed by 
their Supervi1;0r. ' 

(e) Tb(' Dnina«e Schedule on which are to be reported enter­
prises which drain farm land. The enumerators will prepare 
this sehedule only in rare "instances as specially directed by 
thei-r Supervisor. 
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(f) Abandoned or Idle Farm List which is to be used oo 
list farms not operated in 1939 and which probably will not be 
operated in 1940. These forms should accompany your Farm 
and Hanch Schedules. 

Definition of a Farm.-The definition -of a farm fopnd on the 
tncc of the schrouiP must be carPfnlly '!'!tudied by t* enumPr­
utor. Note that for tractl'l of land of 3 a<'res or more the $250 
Hmitation for value of ngrkultnrnl products does. not apply. 
Sn<'h tracts, however, must have bad some agricultural oper­
ations performed in 1939, or contemplated in 1MO. A schedule 
must be prepared for en<'h fnrm, ranch, or other establishment 
which meets the r('(}uirements set up in the definition. A 
,schedule must be filled out for nil tracts of land on whi4h some 
agricultural operations were J)l'rformPd in 1939, or are con­
templated In 1940, which might possibly meet the minimum 
requirements of a "farm." When in doubt, always make out 
a schedule. 

Farming, or agricultural opemtions, consists of the produc­
tion of crops or plants, vines, and trees (excludi.ng for~stry 

operations) or of the keeping, grazing, or feeding of livestock 
for ammal produc-ts (including ~<erums), animal increase, or 
Yalue enhancement. Lh·estO<'k, as here used, includes pmlltry 
of all kinds, rabbits, bees, nnd fur-bearing animals in captivity, 
in addition to mules, asses, burros, horses, cattle, sheep, goats, 
and bogs. Frequently, certain operations are not generally 
rt-cognized as farming. This is especially true where no crops 
are grown or where the establishments are not commonly con­
sidered as farms. 

Following is a partial list of types of specialized agriculture 
and of operations not generally recognized as farms or farming, 
for which F&rm and Ranch Schedules are required, provided 
the area Is 3 acres or more or, if less than 3 ncres, the value 
of the products in 1939 was $250 or more : 

Apiaries (bee farms). 
Community or cooperative gardens. 
Country estates and country homes (if there is production 

of vegetables, egg~. milk, or other agricultural products 
either for home use or for sale). 

Cranberry bogs. 
Dry lot or barn dairies. 
Feed lots. 
Fur farms (fox, mink, skunk, etc., in ca.ptivity). 
Garbage-feeding hog yards. 
Greenhouses. 
Hatcheries (baby chicks, poults, etc.). 
Institutional farms (connected with schools, prisons, hos­

pitals, etc.) .. 
Mushroom cellars. 
Nurseries (except for refo1·estn tion projCC'ts, or In con nee-' 

tion with parks). 
Part-time fnrms (agricultural operations incidental to other 

occupation). 
Reli<>f gardens. 
Blueh<•rry production from wild plants where the land is 

ul*'d primarily for their production. 
Cutting of hay (even though this is the only farming 

operation). 
Grazing or pasturing of l)Y<>stofk. 
Harvesting of grnss seed. 
Keeping of chickens and the produrtion of broilers (includ-

ing battery laying and battery broiler plants). 
Produetion.of ·mt<didnal or drng plants and herbs. 
Production of fiowers and bulh!l for ~ale. 
Production of vegetables under glass. 
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Production of Y<'getables ann ftu\n>r f'<'t'ds, plants, bulbs, 
tubers, etc. 

Production, in capti¥ity, of phca::::mts. qnnil, de. 
Preduction of mint or oth<'r spe<:ial crops. 
Raising ~llettana or other l>Onies. 
Rabbit rnising. 
Squab raising.

Who Should Supply the lnformation!-Thf.' enumE>rator must 
obtain information in regard to a farm or establlRhmt'nt from 
the actual ·OJ>!'rator if possihle. If unable to locate the operator, 
Rtntl'mE.'nts by members of his family, his employ<'I'S, M other 
qualified )>!'rsons may be II<'<'<'Jltl'<l. Nt>ighborlng furmers may 
he ahie to. supply the information. If ohtninE'll from (lther than 
the farm opl'rntur, not(' uudet· "SUPl)lenwutal Information" from 
whom obtained. 

In c~ase the land was farmed by some other person last year, 
the present operutor should, from the stubble or other evidence, 
be able to give the approximate acreages and productions for 
the crops harvested in 1939 on this parti.cular farm. Do not 
permit an operator who has recently taken. possession to re­
port the crops which he harvcst('d in 19.'19 on some other (atm. 

·Effort should be made to obtain figures from the farmer's 
records, if such are kE'pt. It is imperative, however, that you 
turn in a r.(lmpTetl.'d Sl'ht'dulf.' for P.'VPr'!J fnrm in yoJJr district. 

ffow to Fill Out a Schedute.-Retore beginning the enumera-
tion, go over the schedules and instructions carefully. 

Study the exi>lanations under each question. 
\Vhen in doubt refer to your instructions. 
Use freely the column headed "Supplemental Information" 

to note any points which will help to explain unusual entries 
on a schedule or unusual facts relating to the operation of a 
farm, as lligh land and building values due to country estate; 
low-crop yields due to grasshopper damage, drought, hail, or 
the like; sheep grazed on ------ Natiorutl Forest during sum­
mer months; sheep now in ------ County on open range, etc. 

Explain under "Suppl<'mental Information" situations occa­
sionally encountered which are not covered in the instructions. 

Major problems not covered in the instructions or those of 

minor importance which are frequently encountered should be 
referred to your Supervisor. 

Where no entries are required, leave the spaef!'!l blank. Do 
not insert dashes, ciphers, or check marks. 

Be sure to write "No" or "None" only ·vhere such an~>wers 
'apply and are required. 

In entering values use dollars only, omitting cents; e. g., 
write fifteen hundred dollars as $1,500 and not as $1,500.00, 
or twelve dollars and twenty-five cents as $12. I 

Report acres and production in whole numbers except where 
fractions are called for. 

When reporting fractional acreage and pro<luctlon, never usc 
dedmuls. Always use multiples of eighths, as !, ~. i. i, i, i, i, 
1, 11\-, etc. 

In writing fractions place the numerator directly above the 
<lenominutor, as i and not 1/2. 

Use blue or black ink only. Never use ink of any other color 
or a pencil. 

Write legibly. 
If a mistake is made, draw n line through the entry in 

error In such manner that it cnn !'till be rE'ad nne! rewrite the 
new figure within the pro))E'r space. 

Do not Ul'e an E>raser or ink eradlentor. 
Do not writE' in code columns or code blocks. 
Use the F~pare undE>r "Supplemental Information" for making 

notes. If more convE>nlent, the margin of the sehednle n\uy 
be used for this pur}M>se. 

FARM AND RANCH SCHEDULE 

Order of Enumeration.-In filling out the schedulf.', you may 
find It helpful to follow this procedure : 

(a) Enter the data for Questions 1 to 12, inclusive. 
(b) Then enter the data for column 4 on the face of the 

schE.'dnle and all the data for the reverse side. 
(c) Finally, entE.'r the data fnr all remaining inqnirle;; on 

the face of the schedule. · · 

This system of filling out the scht'dule should be helpful 
In S{'<'nrlng correct ret)Jles to Questions 18, 14, and 15 and, 
In aclditlon, may facilitate the enumeration of the other infor· 
matinn required. 

When the schedule has been ·completed, check over each 8€'C· 

tlon to be sure that no omissions or errors have been made. 
The last thing to do is to enter the time and date of enumera­
tion and to sign the l!lchedule. 

Illustrative Schedule.-You will be provided with an illustra­
tive rPturn for a hypothetical farm to demonstrate the pro))E'r 
mC'thOd of filling out the General Farm and Ranch SchE.'dule. 

Use of County Agricultural Adjustment Administration 
Records, Maps, etc.-After you have completed your ennm('ra· 
tiou, you 1114/1 make use of any available maps 9r records in 
the otlieE' of the A. A. A. for your county, aJso assessor's maps 
and rE'cord!>, and available records from other sources which 
QJight he helpful in picking up establishments or operations 
that might have been overlooked in the enumeration. Dllta 
from such records must not be used in filling out thP CensnF; 
schE'dules, but may be used only to insurE' completeness of cov­
eragE'. Caution.-Although it is sugger,;t('d that yon obtain in­
formation from A. A. A. and other sources, you, in retHrn, may 
not. under penalty of law, reveal any information obtained in 
yonr canvass. Your schedules mnF~t not be examlm!cl by nnv· 
one but yourself or other sworn employees of the Bureau of 
the Census. These schedules must not be left in the county 
agent's office. 

Use of Map to Insure Complete Coverage of the Dutrict.­
You have been supplied with a map of the territory you are to 
enumerate. You may flnd it helpful to outline on this map 
the boundaries of the farms visited. It is not required that 
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you do this, but if you do, and will inquire at each farm as to 
adjoining lands, it w'lll help to insure complete coverage. The 
outlines of the farms need not be exact, but s~ould be fair 
approximations. 

You have been instruct('d to identify on tbis map each dwell­
ing with a visitation number for each household. The visita­
tion numbers of the households (as carried on population sched­
ules) located on tracts o~ lands enumerated as farms should 
be transferred to the corresponding farm schedules. For any 
such tracts on which there is no occupied dwelllng, transfer 
tn the farm schedule the symbols and numbers used on your 
mnp to idNltify such places. (See p. 12.) Whenever a siz­
able tract of land which does not require a farm schedule 
is encountered you will find it helpful to outline the tract on 
you~ map, giving its approximate size, and indicating its nature. 
Many fnrmers will have maps of their farms prepared from 
aerial surveys. Such farm maps may be helpful in outlining 
the farms on your E. D. map and may also assist in obtaining 
from the operator the required information on crops and uses 
of land. 

Special Problems of Enumeration 

Opert~tor Living Oil the Farm.-If the operator is living off 
the farm . and outside your district and it is not possible to 
obt~in a report from him or a member of his family, secure 
the information from the best source avallable.. It may be ob­
tained from an employee living on the fann or from a neighbor. 
In such cases enter "nonresident" in the Enumerator's Record 
just above the blanks for the sheet and line number of the 
Population schedule and note under "Supplemental Informa­
tion" on the Farm and Ranch Schedule from whom the report 
was obtained. 

If a person living in a city operates a farm outside the city 
limits, going to the farm day by day as necessary, and he keeps 
livestock at his place in the city or carries on some farming 
operations (not mer('ly a home gurdcn) there, the residenct> 
should be included as part of the.fatm. In such cases the farm 
should be enumerated in the minor civil division where located, 
although the rcsidence may be in another. 

Farm8 in TUJO or More Enumeration Dtstrida.--Occasionally 
a fa,nn will he found In your district that bas part of the land 
ext('nding into another township or county (or into another 
cuum('ration district when ther(' are two or more ('numeration 
Clistricts in the same township). In such cases, the entire 
furm is to be enumerated in that district in which the farmstead 
L;; located. The word "township;" as used above, is lnt('nded to 
cover the minor civil divisions locally called townships, towns, 
wards, precincts, districts, beats, etc., as called for in the Enu­
ru('rator's Record. It wlll be helpful to indicate on your map· 
tracts for which the headquarters are in an adjoining enumer­
ation district If you inform thf enumerator in the adjoining 
district. or your Supervisor, of such traets, it wlll assure that 
all ROCh farm lands arc included in the census enumeration unci 
that none are dnplicattl(L 
C~ of F,., O,erfdOra.-In many Instances, th(' farm 

open1tor, at the .time of enumeration, will be a dUferent individ­
ual from tbe one who operated the farm in 1939. In such in­
stances report tbe farm in the name of the person operating it 
on April 1, 1940, and not in the na111e of the former operator. 
The information must be for the present farm ; do not report 
erops harvested In 1939 on some other fnnit. If the previous 
oc1.'11pont oo.n be reached, secure from him the l'eturns fcQr the 
<·rops of 1009; oth('rwise, secure ('Stimat('S of these crops from 
tht> preflent opera,tor or from any other reliable source. In the 
case of fai"Dl8 operated' by tenants, this information can g('ner­
ally be obtained from the ownl.'rs or their agents, if they are 
accessible. 

Chllnge in Size of Farm.-If the size of a farm has changed 
since September 1, 19::19, indicate thl' nature of the change under 
"Supplemental Information," by notations as for example: "a 
'forty' bas been pul'chased and brought into the farm"; "a field 
fnrmed last year Is now rented to a neighbor"; "a field has 
rE'Cently been rented from a neighbor"; etc. In such cases, as 
Instructed above, report the· acreage of the farm as of April 1. 
1940, and the crops grown on that acreage in 1939, whether 
grown by the present operator or not. 

If two or more tracts of land, which in 19.'ID were operated as 
separate farms, hun~ J)(>en combined under the operatloo of one 
person on April 1, 1!HO, only one sdwdule should be secured. 
If a tract of land operated as one farm In 1939 was under the 
operation of two or more persons on April 1, 1940, each oper­
ating a part of it as a separate farm, two or more schedules 
should be prepared, one for each operator. 

Abandoned and Idle Farms.-I<'arms not operated in 1939 and 
on which no operations are contemplated in 1940, if used for 
agricultural purposes (including grazing) within the past 10 
y('ars, are to be r('('orded on the Abandoned or Idle Farm List. 
These foi"Dl8 must accompany your Farm and Ranch schedules. 
A Fann and Rnnch schedule should not be prepared for such 
tracts. If a farm was idle in 1939 but win be Of)erated. in 
1940, prepare a schedule giving the necessary information, and 
write across the crops section "Not opcrnted in 1939, will be in 
1940." It a farm will be idle in 1940 but was opera.ted. in 1009, 
enter the notation "Not being op('rnted in. 1940'' in reply to 
Question 1 and give all the other necessary information as to 
tenure, uses of land, crops grown, etc. 

Farms With No Operfdor.-Infrequently a farm operated In 
1939 will not have an operator at the time of the enumeration. 
In such cascs secure a schedule from the previous operator or 
from the owner or his .representative. Under Question 1 write 
"No operator at present" and enter all other pertinent informa­
tion. State under "Supplemental Information" the rental 
agreement for 1939 and under what terms the farm will prob­
ably be rented in 1940. 

One Farm Sclaetlule for Each Operlltor.-As a rule one (and. 
only one) general schedulP should be prepared for each 
operator. But to this rule there is one rare exception. If a 
person operates two separate tracts of land as hired manager 
for two different owners (except for collectively dev.eloped unit 
farms), or one tract' of land as owner (or tenant) and another 
as manager, a separate schedule should be returned for each, 
as each represents a separate enterprise. Only ot~e scheduk: 
should be prepared if a farm operator Ottm8 a tract of ltmd and 
also rents a tract from an{)ther perS>On. 

Agricultural OpermionB bg Other Than the Operator of the 
Farm.--On some farms, members of the operator's family, or 
other persons living on the farm (not croppers or tenants) will 
grow small acreages of crops or will keep some livestock, Qr 
both. For exnmple, a 4-H club m€'mber may have a crop or 
liY('stock project, or a hired man may have a ~nrd('n or some 
livestock. Inclnd<' all such crop operations and liv('stock on the 
sch<'<lule for the farm operator. 

Partnerships.-Only one sehedule should be prepared for a 
farm operat<'d by two or more persons as a partnership even 
though some of the farm. ('Uterpri~es may not be included in the 
partn('rship. Enter under Question 1 the name of the partner­
ship. Secure the information from any one _of the partn<'rs, 
preferably the senior partner if there is such, unless the jnniot· 
partner is actually conducting the operations. The information 
as to the age of the ope.rator, days worked ofr the farm, and 
.farm experience should be given for only one of the memh<'rs 
of the partnership. All land owned either separately or Jointly 
by the members and operated by the partnership l!hoald be 
.included under Question 10 as acres owned. 
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Farming Combinetl With Nonfarm Activities.-Frequently 
farming will be combined with nonfarm activities. For 
example, byproducts from manufacturing or processing activ­
ities mny be used for feeding of livestock; crops may be 
grown to supply a part of the requirements of a cannery, or 
certain manufacturing or processing such as the making of 
butter, cheese, cider, vinegar, wine, cane or sorghum sirup; 
or the canning of fruits and vegetables for sale may be an 
adjunct to farmiug. If the manufacturing or processing is 
primarily for the disposal of raw materials produced on the 
farm where the plant Is located, or for putting them Into a 
marketable form, such a plant should be included as part of 
the farm. If, on the other band, the operations represent 
mainly custom work, or an independent enterprise, then such 
a plant is not to be considered a part of the farm. In this 
latter case, report on the Farm and Ranch schedule only the 
acreage of land and value of land and buildings actually use<l 
for farming purposes, and include only_ th& products from the 
farming operations and their value before processing. 

Institutional Farlfl8 (Sclaoola, Reforllllltoriea, Hoapitals, 
Prisons, etc.).-one schedule should be prepared in the name of 
the manager or .person in charge of all farming activities, even 
though snhmanagers are employed to look after various types of 
farm nctivities. 

Ueports of such farms should include only the acreage of 
land and the value of land and buildings used for farming 
purposes. Any of the inmates who spend their entire time 
working on the farm ~;hould be classed as hired bands. The 
products of the farm used by the institution should be treated 
as sold. 

Community or Cooperative FarlfiB.-Allland farmed In com­
mon by a community' or by a cooperative should be on one 
S<'hedule. If no one is designated as "farm manager," make out 
the report in the name ·of the leader. Exclude land and build­
ings used primarily for nonfarming purposes. 

Community anti Relief Gardens.-In some communities tracts 
of land may have been set aside by public or private agencies 
for use as gardens for members of the community or for use 
oi employees. One schedule should be prepared covering the 
entire enterprise, entering the name of the person in charge 
as manager. The total acreage and value of each kind of vege­
table should be reported as though grown for sale. 

Collectively Developed or Unit Farlfi8.-Where agricultural 
land is being developed and sold in small tracts to nonresl­
IIPnts-as is often done with citrus groves-and the entire tract 
is farmed essentially as a unit, it should be returned as one 
farm in the name of the person managing it, and the words 
"Unit development" written in reply to Question 6.· If not 
farmed as a unit and more than one schedule is prepart>d, a 
dPtailed report must be made on each schedule giving informa­
tion as to the terms of purchase, planting, cultivation, fertiliz­
ing, spraying, and mark~;>ting. 

Indian Reservations and Allotted Indian Land.-Where land 
has been allotted to Indian&, an indh·idual schedule should ,be 
f<ecured for each Indian the use of whose land· would bring 
it under the classifkation of a farm. The word "allotted" is 
to be construed as covering alJotment in fee, allotment in trust, 
and the simple designation of a certain acreage as the place of 
residence or agricultural activity of an individual Indian. Also, 
a separate schedule should be made for each Indian having 
no allotted land, but having livestock pastured on unallotted 
rEservation, national forest, or public domain, if the value of 
the natural increase in his livestock and the value of his live­
stock products in 1939 amounted to $250 or more. In the latter 
ease, write on the schedule ''No land owned or leased." 

Any acreage belonging to an Indian reservation that bas not 

been allotted or assigned to Indians and that is not leased to 
corporations or individuals, if used for agricultural pnrposes, 
constitutes a single farm for which R. schedule is to be secured 
from the Indian agent. The Indian agent is to be reported 
as manager and the name of the reservation is to be reported in 
answer to Question 6. The resermtion schedule should Include 
only such ac:reage as is usually devoted to crops, any :fenced 
lands on which livestock is grazed, also unfenced grazing land 
over which- reservation li'l"estock is herded, and land occupied 
by farm buildings. Any vast acreage of wild land not utillzed 
to an appreciable extent should not be included. All ll'l"estock 
belonging to the reservation must be reported on.the reservation 
schedule. 

LGml Used but Neither Ownefl nor Leaaefl.-You may find 
some land being used for agricultural purposes which the oper­
ator does not own and which he does not rent. It may be 
publicly owned land, railroad land, land owned by a nonresident, 
etc. Any such land from whleh crops, including wild bay, were 
harvested should be reported as part of the farm. The acreage 
should be Included under Questions 12 and 13 and the value 
under Question 19. .Also include the acreage under Question 10 
If the operator owns any of the land in the farm, or under 
Question 11 ·If Ire owns none of the land in the farm. Give 
under "Supplemental Information" all facts relating to acreage, 
value, and ownerskip of such land and any other pertinent facts. 

Llueatod: on O,en Rcuage.-When cattle, sheep, or.other live­
stock are grazed or pastured on land neither owned nor leased 
by the operator, such land is not to be included as a part of 
the farm. In such cases, however, note under "Supplemental 
Information" that public or open range is used, indicate the 
location of the range, and give its nature, as ------ National 
Forest, Taylor Grazing District No. -----• --- Railroa<l 
land, etc. Livestock on public or open range should be reported 
by the enumerator in whose district the ranch headquarters 
are located. If the livestock is grazed by, or for, a person who 
neither owns nor rents any land, prepare a schedule and, in 
answer to Question 12, write "No land owned or leased." Pub­
lie lands used under a lease are to be included as a part of the 
farm, but land used under a grazing permit is not to be included. 

PltrntGtions (Multiple-Farm Units >.~Fc>r purpo~c::; of enu­
meration. thl' I'Pnsus has dPfint·d tracts opf'ra t<>d by c·roppers or 
tenants as SPparate farms. A Farm and Rauch schedule must 
be prepared for carh of the~e o)leratlons. AH land of every 
deseJ·iption in the plantation (multiple-farm unit) which is IlfJt 

leased nor subleasf'd to croppers or tenants constitutes, for cen­
sus purposes, the farm of the landlord, termed "home farm." 
A Farm and Ranch schedule must also be filled out for this land 
even though none of it is farmed. 

Enumerators in the following designated areas are r~.>quired 
to fill out a Plantation (Multiple-Farm Unit) schedule for any 
landlord, manager, or operator of a plantation (multiple-farm 
unit) operated as one working unit on which five or more fam­
ilies (including at least one cropper ~r tenant family) are regu­
larly employed:

LDstructions for Specific Inquiries 

The instructions which follow supplement those appearing on 
the schedule. Additional ones are given only when deeine<J 
DE'CeSsary. 

The number given at the beginning of each paragraph repre­
sents the question number on the schedule. _ Not all of the in-

. quiries will appear on ·your schedule, as specific questions on 
crops seldom encountered in your general area are omitted. 
If; however, these crops are grown in your _area, you will find 
pJaces on the schedule for reporting them. (See Questions 
142, 168, 183, 208, 215, and 228.) 

Enumerators Record and Certificate.-Fill in all blanks which 
are applicable. Number the farms in the order visited, begin­
ning each enumeration district with "1" and continuing in order 
thropgh the district. Assign visitation numbers as the farms 
are reached on your first canvass of your territory even though 
you are unable at that time to obtain completed schedules in all 
cases. Make a record of those places for which you were 
unable to secure all necessary information on your first visit, 
noting therron whom to see, and when to call, to secure addi­
tional information. By following this procedure you will not 
overlook these places in the rush to complete the canvass of 
your district. When transferring the household visitation num­
bers from the population schedule to the farm schedule, be sure 
to enter the numbers for all households located on the land 
comprising the farm. If the farm operator lives outside the 
enumeration district, insert the word "Nonresident" in the space 
provided for the sheet and line numbers and the household 
visitation number of the farm operator. Complete one epu­
meration district before starting another. The name of the 
minor civil division ( M. .C. D.) -known by various names in 
the di1ferent States, such as township, town, ward, precinct, 
district, beat, etc.-should be written with any numerical identl­
fica tion usually employed. 

If a farm is located in two or more minor civil divisions, in 
addition to entering the name of the minor civil division in 
which farm is enumerated, be sure to give the names of the 
additional minor civil divisions, the county in which each is 
located, u.nd the acres in l'ach additional M. C. D. (See al:"o 
p. 87, "Farms in two or more enumera~ion districts.") 

The time and date of enumeration and enumerator's signa­
ture should not be entered until the report is completed. Your 
signature serves to certify that the report is complete, the work 
has been carefully done according to instructions, and the in­
formation bas been secured from a reliable source. 

I.-FARM OPERATOR 

A farm operator is that persl)n who opt>rates the farm, per­
forming the labor himself, or directly SUl)('rVl!<ing it. He may be 
an owner, a tenant, croppe,-, or manager. Thus when land iS 
rPnted. the tenaiij:, not the own~>r, is the farm operat!>r, even 

though the owner may exercise some supervision over the 
farming opera tiou ;·. 

Q. 1. Name of Person.-Give the name of the person who is 
the operator of the farm. If the farm is operated for a firm, 
corporation, or institution, give the name of the person who is 
li1anager, superintendent, or supervisor of the farnl:. The name 
of the firm, corporation, or institution should not be reported 
here but under Question 6. 

II.-FARM TENl:RE, APRIL I, I !140 

Questions under tenure rt>fl'r to thE' land which constitutes 
the farm on April 1, 1940. Do not give answers whieh relate 
to some other land farmed in 19:l9. 

Q. 6. Lmullord.-lf land is I'l'llted from two or more owners, 
give in addition to their llllllll'S and addressl'B the acreage 
rented from each. 

No.t<' that you are to indicate whether the owner is a corpora­
tion. To be reported as a corporn tion, an owner mnst he in­
corporated under the laws of some• Stat<' or foreign country and 
must hold a charter from that government. Do not report as 
a corporation any firm or compauy operating as a partnPrship 
or an individual proprietor!<hip. 

Q. 9. Hired Manager.-A hired mmwger is a per>;on paid a 
salary to operate a farm for another person, firm, corporation, 
or institution. Caretakers and hired laborers should not be 
confused with managt>rs. U;;unlly a hired manager is not em­
ployed unless the returns rect>h'Nl from the farm justify such 
employment. A caretaker who has the use of land In payment, 
<'r partial payment, for his services should be considered as 
a tenant. 

For farms operated by hired managers, Questions 10, 11, and 
37 (a) are to be left blank. (Hired managers are to be re­
ported with hired help. See Q. 37, p. 102.) 

Q. 10. Acres Owned.-Consider as owned the land which the 
operator or his wife holds under title, homestead law, pul'­
chase' contract, or as one of the heirs or as tru!<tee of an 
undivided estate. (See also the instructions for Question 12, 
"Total number of acres in this farm.") 

III.-FABM ACREAGE, APRil. 1, 1940 

Fractions of acres should not he ent{>red for any of the ques­
tions in Section III of the schedule. If a tract of land contains 
only a fraction of an acre, report as 1 acre. 

You are expected to add the acreages reported in answer to 
Questions 13 to 18, inclusive, in the prel"ence of the farm opera­
tor, to see that their sum equals the total acreage of the farm 
reported in answer to Question 12. Expf.'ri~>nce in prt>Yions 
censuses has shown that many errorl" are made in this respect. 
In some cases, the land was not entirely accounted for as to 
use, while in other cases some of the land was erroneously 
reported under two or more of the questions. 

Q. 1Z. Total Number of Acres in This Farm.-Indude all land 
(except free range or land grazed on permit basis, such as 
national forests) on which tfie opera tor named in Question 1 
conducts farming operations of any kind, whether it be cropped, 
lying idle, used only for pasture or grazing, in woodland, 
waste land, or in yards, lanes, etc. Thus, land used only for 
pasture or grazing or to supply wood or timber, even though 
detached from the land on which the major portion of th<' 
farming operations is conducted, is to be induded. Also where 
a farm is rented from others and a definite rental is paid only 
for the land cropped, any woodland or waste land belonging to 
the farm should be included. Large areas of timber land or 
other nonagricultural land hel<l by an operator of a farm as a 
Beparatc lmsin.CBB, howeYer, and not used for pasture or grazing, 
or any other farm purpose, should not be included. 
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If both an owned nnd a rented tract are farmed by the same 
operator include both tracts as "one" farm even though they are 
not contiguous and may each be locally called a farm. Land 
managed for another should be reported on a separate schedule. 
(See p. 88, ·•one farm schedule for each farm operator.") 

Lanll rented to others or managed by others il'! to be reported on' 
the schedule for the person!\ renting or managing such land. 

Question 12 must be answe-red on every ll('hedule, either with 
acl'{'age figures or the statement. "No land owned 'or leased," 
which, as not(>d on p. 91, applies to grazing on open range. 

Q; 13. Ltllltl From Whleh Cropt1 Were Hfll'watetl.-Lnnd in 
nurseries, orchards, vineyards, and planted nut trees should 
be included under this question even though no crop was har­
vested in 1939. Include not only nonbearing acreage but also 
acrt'llge from which no fruits or nuts were harvested either 
because of a failure of the trees or vines to bear or because 
of failure on the part of the operator to harvest the fruits 
or nuts. 

If two or more crops were harvested in 1939 from the same 
land, report the acres of land only once under Question 13. 
(See also p. 114, "Two or more crops from same land.") Be­
fore filling in Question 13, it will be helpful to secure the in­
formation for the individual crops harvested as called for under 
St'<'tion XV and of any duplicated acreage represented by such 
<·rops as caned· for under Double Cropping, "Supplemental In· 
formation." Be sure that the acreage of crops reported In 
~ection XV, minus duplications of acreag~ checks approxi­
mate-ly to your entry for Question 13. If a crop which did not 
justify han·esting in the usual manner was grazed or hogged 
off, or was cut for forage, it should be considered as harvested. 
If, in harvesting, any appreciable part of a field \faS skipped, 
enter only the acres actually harvestell. Where the entire field 
was gone over in harvesting, report the entire acreage· as 
l!an·ested even though the yield was small. 

Do not report here land used only for growing of crops not 
nctually harvested in 1939, except as noted for orchards and 
\'ineyards. Where land was used soleZy for the growing of 
crops for har\·est in some subsequent year, such as a new 
planting of strawberries, asparagus, or the like, or a new seed­
ing of alfalfa, it should be reported under Question 15. Land 
on which crops were grown solely for, and utilized as, pasture 
should be reported under Question 16. 

However, land on which crops other than hay were allowed 
to mature and were then hogged or grazed off is to be con- . 
sidered as harvested and the acreage of the specific crops 
hogged or grazed oft' should be listed under Questions No. 90, 
108-115. or 141, whichever is applicable, and not elsewhe_re. 

Q. 11. Ltllltl From W~h no Crops Were HIU'vestetl Because 
of Failure.-Report here any acreage on which all crops (except 
orchards-see Q. 13) for harvest In 1939 were destroyed by 
drought, bail, frost, :flood, insects, disease, :fire, or the like, all!() 
any planted acreage from which no crops were harvested on 
account of low prices or labor shortage,· or for any other cause. 
If a crop intended for harvest iii 1939 failed and another was 
planted on the same land and harvested during the year, or if 
after one crop was harvested another was planted and failed,· 
then do not include such land under Question 14. Each crop 
which failed, however, should be listed under Crop Failure, 
"Supplemental Information." Before filling in· Question 14, U 
will be helpful to secure the information for the individual crops 
which failed as called for under Crop Failure, "Supplemental 
Information." To obtain the entry for Question 14, total the 
acres of individual crops which failed and subtract therefrom 
any acreage from which a prior or later crop was harvested in 
1939; also subtract any duplicated acreage if two or more crops 
failed on the same land. 

If grasses intended for hay were not cut tor hay, but were 
used for graslng or pasture In 1939, the land should not be 
reported as crop failure. 

Q. 16. Cropltuul Idle or Fallow.-Report here all cropland 
which was neither in crops for harvest in 1939 nor used for 
pasture or grazing during that year. If any of such land was 
in tilled summer fallow In 1939, the acreage should not only 
be reported here but also under Summer Fallow, "Supplementnl 
Information." 

Include under Question 15 any land used e:rteZusiveZy for soil 
lmproYement crops which were turned under and not harvested. 
Such acreage must also be reported under Soil-Improvement 
Crops, "Suppll'mental Information." The acreage of a crop 
growing In 1939 for harvest in 1940 or later (except as noted 
under Q. 13, Cropland harvested) should be reported here, pro­
vided, of course, no crop of any kind was harvested nor the 
land pastured during 1939. 

Q. 16. PloiDtJble Paature.-Mature crops (except hay) hogged 
or grazed oft' should be reported under Q. 13 and not here. 
Pasture preceding or following crops harvested In 1939 is not 
to be reported. Woodland pasture and grazing lands not suit· 
able for crops are to be 'reported under Questions 17 or 18, 
whichever is applicable. -

IV-VALUES, APBIL 1, 1940 

The operator should be assured that only Aworn ce-nsus t>m· 
ployees have access to the farm schedules. (Seep. 80.) 

Q. 19. Total Value of Farm (Ltllltl tllltl BUilflings).-A value · 
must be given for every farm (except where only free or open 
range is used) an" should be as .accurate a valuation as can 
be secured. The value required covers all the land reported 
under Question 12 and the buildings and 'other improvements 
thereon as of April 1, 1940, whether owned, rented from other!'!, 
or managed for others, but does not include the value of land 
rented to others or managed by others. For Institutional fat•ms 
the report should cover only the value of the farm land and 
farm buildings. Satisfy yourself that the value given by the 
farm operator Is approximately correct, that is, that 'it rer.re­
sents the amount that wo~ld be received by a willing seller 
from a willing buyer and not at a forced sale. The value of 
the farm may be du~>, at least in part, to Its proximity to a 
city, minerals, or the like-, rathe-t• than to Its agricultural pol'isl­
blllties. Be sure that the assPA!Ied value is not reportt>d unless 
It conforms to the market value. 

If only. a part of the farm Is ownt>d, that ill, a part Is rented 
from others, a value must be gi\"t>n also under Question 19 (a). 

Q. Zl. Value of Farm Implements tllld Machinerg.-Value of 
farm machinery used jointly by two or more farml'rl'l should 
be reported for the ·farm where the machinery happens to be 
on April 1, 1940. 

V.-FARH KOBTGAGII DEBT AND FABK TAXES 

The questions on farm mortgage debt and farm taxt>s mnst 
be answered If the operator, whose name appears under QttrA­
tion 1,· owns a part or all of this farm, ranch, or establishment. 
The question relates only to the land reported under Question 
10. JThese questions should not be asked of hired. managers or 
tenants who own no land in the farms they operate. 

The farm operator should be given every assurance that the 
mortgage and tax information reported here must be kept nb­
solutely confidential, and that no figures Will be published for 
individual farms. 

Q. %%. Farm -Mortgtlge.-The question relates only to the land 
report~d under Question 10. Mortgage debt on the land and 
buildings includes not only ali debts locally called mortgage-s 
but also debts represented by agreements for d~d or contrar.ts 
for title, deeds of trust, judgment noteA, mechanf<'s' Jiens, con­
fessions of judgment, deeds with vendor or lien clause, or nny 
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otht>r ll'gnl instruml'nts wbicb partnke of the nature of mort­
Gftl«'S on rt'lll l'Nta tt'. 

l)(>bts represtmtro by crop liens or mortgages on livestock or 
impleml'nts are not to be Included, unless the land and building~ 
are also pledged under the snme instrument as security. A tnJ 
lien Is not to be considered as a mortgage. 

A farm on whit'h there have been foreclosure proceedln~. 
where the period of redemption bas not expired and the oper­
ator still bas the use of the land, should be considered nR 
mortgaged. 

Q. II. A11101111t ol Jflort .. ge Debt.-Under this Inquiry enter 
the unpaid prlllelpal amount of the mortgage plus any addi­
tions represented by past due Interest, or taxes and Insurance 
paid by the holder of the mortgage. If the amount of the mort­
gage .exceeds the value of the land and buildings owned, entt>r 
an explanation on the schedule including a statement that the 
value and debt 1lgures are, In your opinion, correct. 

Q. Jl. Auul Rate el latereat.-Tbe Interest rate speclfted in 
the ftrst mortgage should be given even though a lower rate Is 
temporarily: In e1fect. It should not Include amortization or 
principal payments, commissions, or other extra charges. If 
~here are two or more ftrst mortgages (each covering !k'parate 
tracts) at di1fE"rent rates of interest, as 6 percent on $1,000 and 
4 peitOOnt on $2,500, ~ake notation of such fact. 

. Q. IS ,. Zl. Far• Tu:ea.-lf the farm operator bas not r~ 
1 received his tax biU for the 1939 levy, report the 1938 tax. 

If taxes were paid in 1939 for more than 1 year, that is, U 
some delinquent taxes were paid, report the amount paid for 
the most recent year's levy. Only real-estate taxes on the land 
reported under Question 10 and on the buildings and other 
improvements thereon, and taXI!& on personal property owned 
by the operator on this farm should be included under Questions 
25 n·nd 26. Motortruck-as well as automoblle-taxeS: fees, or 
licenses should ·be excluded. Also exclude poll taxes, sales 
taxes, gasoline taxes, taxes on properly not used in the farm 
business, such as school busses, and notes, stocks, bonds, aO(l 
city real estate, and taxes on farm land rented to others. 

If no segregation Is made on the farm operator's tax state­
meQt of the levies on real and personal property, assist him in 
approximating Ute levy on each.

IA.ntl Rented to Othera.-If thl' "other land owned'' iE 
not rentc.>d or is not to b«.> rented tq others this year, explain 
ur.der "Supplemental InfOJ'mation" the nature of the holding, 
sut'b as, "idle form," "timbt'r tract,'' "coal )ands,'' or other ap­
lllJc~ble deRignation. If land is rented to others primarily for 
tmrooses other than farming or grazing, eXtllain.

In reporting civic service, 
sucb as jury duty, wor- on eleetion boards, AAA committee 
work, etc., where pay is r!!CCived, specify under "nonfarm 
occupn·Uon" and "industry" the nature of the work, as juryman, 
«·otmty grand jury; clerk, election b<Jard; committeeman, AAA; 
t>te. In reporting rPiief work, indicate wh<•tbPr WPA 000 
NY.A, etc. If the farm op(orator did· not operate a f~rm i~ 
19!19, report under "Supplt>m.ental Information" the days he 
worked and give .the occupation at· which he worked and a 
statement that he did not operate a farm in 1939. In comput-

Land should be classed as irrigated which has water sup­
plied to it for agricultural purposes by artificial means or by 
s<>epagE" from canals, reservoirs. or irrigated lands. hnt land 
which has natural gronnd watt>r snftl<'i<>ntly near thE: surface to 
support plant life should not be classt>d as irrigated. Land 
which Is floodt-d during high-water periods shoul<l be ela!<sed 
as irrigated if water is caused to flow over it by dams, canals, 
or other works, but should not be classed as irrigated if the 
overftow is due to. natural causes alone. 

Q. 31. Land From Which Irrigated Crop• Were Harveated.­
That part of the harvested cropland reported under Ques­
tion 13 which was irrigated should be reported here. For the 
States listed below, the entry for this question should, except 
.for any duplication of acreage, check approXimately with the 
total of the irrigated acres of indiYidual crops as reported 
under Section XV plus irrigated acreage of vegetables, horti-­
cultural specialties, and small fruits. 

F9r the following States a column has been added in Section 
XV, "Crops harvested oo this farm in 1939," to obtain tile 
Irrigated acreage of each c;:-op harvested, except vegetables, 
horticultural &peclaltles, and small fruits :

Note that in these States, for eacll irrigated crop harvested, 
two acreage 1lgures are required, one for the total acres 
harvested and -the other for irrigated acres harvested. For 
example, If 40 acres of alfalfa hay had been harvested on a 
particular farm and bad been irrigated, 40 acres should be 
reported in the 1lrst colmnn under Question 117 and 40 acres 
should be report~ in the third column. If 40 acres had been 
harvested and only 30 acres had been Irrigated, the entry in 
the ftrst column should be 40 and that in the third should be 
30. However, if none of the 40 acres bad been irrigated, the 
entry in the 1lrst column should be 40 and no entry whatever 
should be m,ade in the third column.

When thE'St> f('latlon!':hip.« are nnt rl'aAAnably consist('nt, ('Xplain 
nuder •·snptll('mt•ntal Infornmtinn." Note that the cash wages 
c;llled f•.>r. in eohunn 3 r<'fet· to a 11 hir('d labor for the year 1939 
nn<l not to the labor rl'ported for th~:> spreifiro wt>eks. 

That part of the qu~tion concerning fnmily labor requires

used. 

Meml'N'!rs of families,· oilier than that of Ule operator, who 
may IX'! li\"'lng on this farm and performing work without pay 
are not to be included. 

Persons employed primarily for construction work on the 
farm, such as for the erection, repair, or painting of buildings, 
fences, etc., are not to oo included as farm labor. If, however, 
such labor is performed by persons re-gularly employed on thi!'l 
farm, it should IX'! included as farm labor. 

Where equipment, such as tractors or barvestor-thresher 
combines, and the labor for operating such equipment are in­
cluded in the charge for the equipment, do not include such 
labor here. 

Be sure to include any labor used on the farm that may have 
been furni8hed by a cooperative organization, or which was 
hired on a contract or piece-work .basis, even though such labor 
was employed by the COOIX'!rative, or a contractor, and not paid 
for directly by the farm operator. Frequently piece work or 
contract labor is 11erformed by entirp families, the fnrm opera­
tor dealing only with the head of the family. Under clrcnm­
stancc8 such as tht>,;e it may he difficult to secure 'the informa· 
tion as to the number of perFons who work('d on the farm on 
the SlJ€'cified dates. In such ca~l's st>cure as accurate estimater-: 
as p<Jssible. 

XI.-h'ARM EXPENDITI'RES IN tn9 

ExpenditnrP!': iu cash and obligations incurred during 1939 
for all SIX'!cified goods and serYi<·es used on the farm r;hould be 
ineludcd. In the caS(' of t<>nant-operatc<l farm;:. inelu<le the 
contributions made by the lan<llor·d as well as those made by 
the tennnt-operator. For n farm operator who also r<'nts laud 
to others, report o'1ly the expen<litur<>s for the part he operates. 

Q. 38. Expenditures for Feed.-Excludl' any expenditnrP~ 

made lJy a tenant for fl'ed erop~ grown on this farm whieh 

repn•sent thP landlord's share. lne~ude expenditures for Mit, 
condiments, an<l mineral supplements. 

Q. 39. Expenditures for Implements tllld Machinerg.-Where 
old equipment is traded in, deduct the amount allowed on 'thP 
old equipment and report only the net obligation. For exnmpl(', 
if a ll<'W t.ra<'tor was bo11ght in 1939 for $950 and an old ono. 
Wll>~ turned ln with an aHownnee of $150, exp€'nditure should 
bt• reported as $800. · . 

Where implem<'nts and machinery are purchased on the in­
~tallment plan, l'l'tJOrt the purchase price, i. ~:>., the totnl of all 
Installments whether paid or not. • For examp!(', if n farmer 
purchased a mowing mnchine in 1939 Yaluro at $lr>O, paid $!'i0 
down and agreed to pay the baltmce in two annnnl lnstnllments 
of $50 <'ncb, the enumerator should r('port an ('Xpenditure in 
1939 of $150. 

Q. 11. Commercial FertiUzer Bought in 1939.--Report the 
tofal !'Xp€'Uditnre for <·omuwrdnl f<'rtilizer used on this fnNn 
whethPr paid for by th~:> lnndlord or the tenant or shnre<l by 
hoth. In writing the quantity purchased, usc fractious of tons 
us follows: ;\, :l, ~. :\, ~. ~. ~. ('tc. Use cOJwersion tab\~:>, 
page 128, to convert small aruouuts of fertilizer to fractions of 
tons. 

Include the following under commercial f('rtilizer if used or 
to IX'! usl"d as ft•l'tilizl'r: SulphntP of tumnonia, nitrate of soda, 
muriate of potnsh, ndd or supet·phosphate, ooue meal, dried 
hlood ml.'al, fish m~:>ul, cottonsl>ed meal, mixtures of such fer­
tilizers, etc. 

Do not luelude barnyard or ;;tuhle manure under this qne;;tlon. 
Q. 13. Liming Materials.-Also fncludt• limestone, hydruted 

linw, oyster ~>hells, t•tc. Be snre to nndt•rline or give kind if not 
ulrendy listed. 

XII.-FABM MA("HIXERY AND FACILITIES, APRIL l, 1940 

Any machinery Ull<'d jointly by two o1· mor<' fu rmers should 
be reported on the farm wh(•re kept on April 1, 1H40. Do not 
rt'tJOrt nny wot·n-out ('QUipment that is no longt>r ust•d, ewn 
though still on the farm. 

Q. II. Automobiles.-Be ;;ure to Include automol>iles owned by 
hired help living on the fnrm. 

Q. 16. Tractors.-Inelude under number of units any home-­
made tractors nnd write in the space Immediately under the 
<In<>stion, hut not in the space pro\'ided for year ot lnt~:>st model, 

·the word "Home-made'' and the date the equipment WJlS trnns­
form('d into a tractor. 

Q. 50. Kind of Road on Which Farm is Located.-If the farm 
is located on more than one of the four general tYIX'!S of roads 
shown on the Sl'h('dule-, place check marks in thP- proper blocks. 

Hnrd-snrfatl'd roads indt11le- <'Oilt:rNe, brick, a~pllnlt, and oil· 
hound or wutt>r-bound mn<·adum. 

Uud!'r gravel, r.ohell, shnle, <'tc., al~o includ<' ealiclll', that, 
f'lwrt, cinder, duy-grav('l, snnd-clay-gravel, crushed rock, irou 
ore, sehist, st<JI'ia, slag, lfm~ston~, etc.

ing <'Xpl;lDation, but do not us~:> au.v of the ~pa<'(' provided for 
answers t-v<>n though the inquirie;; do not apply to this fnrm. 

In commenting on unusual tyt)("S of agr.ic'ultm•f>, !':UCh ·as 
poultr.1· iH multiple-story typp;; of buildings, a fine country home, 
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t.ht• gruwln~t of mmsnal crops. th<' kl'<'pilt~t of tmnsunl typ(•S of 
nnimuls, <'tc., be as lnformath·e :1!< yuu <'llll. Sume of tbl'!'le 
Ol)('rutlun!'l may not be unusual in your locality hut. although 
1\'\'11 kuuwn to you, may not lK> known to any pxtcnt Pls!'where. 

If lh'!'Shx•k IK>longlng to the fnrm nre grazing elsewhere nt 
tbl." tim(' of Nl\111\{'ration or wt>re at any tirut> during the yt•ar, 
a brh•f explanation is dPslrro. stwh as.

Summer FfllloUJ, Soil-lmprot•ement Crops, Crop Failure, and 
·Double Cropping.-fk.fore SUJ)!)l)·ing tltl.'se snpplt>lliNttarr <!:Ita, 
you should be v<'ry familiar with the instrtwtions on pages 96-,.97 
for Qu('stions 13, 14, and 15. You may find it helpful to st•cure 
the information requested under these he-adings before 1llling 
in the answers to Questions 13 to 18, inclusive. 

The enumerator will find replies for these inquiries of mate­
rial help in securing reports of crops which would otherwise be 
~wrlooked, in preventing the reporting under Question 13 of 
crops used solely for soil improvement, and in the handling of 
crop acreages which represent compll'te failures. Correct re­
plies to Questions 13 and 14 may be obtained more readily, in 
that duplications ot acreage are easily eliminated. 

XlV.-LIVESTOCK, .&I'BIL 1, 1940, AND UVESTOCK PBODUCfS, 1939 

Include not only animals belonging to the farm operator but 
also any kept on thi~ farm or ranch whether belonging to hired 
help, to members of the operator's family, or being grazed or 
fed for others. Also include livestock grazing in national for­
ests or on open range. (See-p. 91, "Livestock on open range.") 
Do not, however, include livestock belonging to the operator 
that are being grazed or kept on another farm or ranch. Such 
livestock should be enumerated on the schedule for the operator 
of the farm or ranch where the livestock were being kept on 
April 1, 1940. 

In areas where livestock are grazed in national forests or 
on open runge, secure the report from the ranch operator for 
all his herds or bands and not from the herder who happens 
to be in charge of a particular herd or band. The county 
assessor, the county agricultural agent, the Forest Service 
l't'presentative, or the grazing district supervisor will usually 
know the larger operators and will be glad to assist you by pro­
viding you with the names and addresses of such operators. 
In some areas your supervisor may provide you with such 
information. Every effort should be made to enumerate all 
livestock, the headquarters of whose owners are ln your dis­
trict. To insure complete enumeration, any information con­
cerning the grazing in national forests or on open range, in 
your district, of livestock where the headquarters are located 
elsewhere should be given to your supervisor along with the 
location of the headquarters, the name and address of the 
owner, and any other pertinent information, such as the loca- ' 
tion of the animals during the four main seasons of the year. 

The enumeration In April comes at a time when livestock 
numbers, in most areas. are rapidly increasing owing to births. 

Therefore, tbe invenrory questions tor livestock exclude 
animals recently born. Thus. of the- · liv('stock on band on 
April 1, 1940, no count is to be made of colts and calves undl'r 
3 months of age or of pigs, goat kids, and poultry ultdt'r 4 
months of age, or of any lambs under 6 months of age. For 
silver fo:s:es and minks, only tenmles over 3 months of age 

llhonld be ennm<'ralt>d. Not<' that whPrP a suhclas>' appears in 
no c·aRe is th<'rl' a complt>te hrt>akdown of the total by age and 
SI.'X dasst>s. Tlw sum of the sJwritlc classes reportPd will 
usually be less than but cannot <'XC!'ed the total. Be ,;nrc to 
makP this check on all your l'ehedule;;. 

Lh·<'stock operations which may not be gpnerally recogniwd 
as fnnning, but for whirl! farm and ranch !'<chednllo;;t should 
be- pre-pared include comme-rcial feed-lot fePdiul{ of catt\P, 
sheep, and hogs; garbagt>-fet•ding of hog,.;: drr·lot or haru 
dairying; battery production of eggs or broilPr"'; the opPra tion 
of a batehPry; bPe kel.'ping; rahhit rai«ing; !<!)Uah raising; and 
fur farming. Frequently such opPmtions are- conducted on 
small areas usunlly in, or dosPl)' adjoinin~. towns or eities, or 
in conn('('tion with some other businel'<s. Because- such opera­
tions lta,·e little rPsemblance to the general coneeption of 
farming, they may bp o\·Prlooked in the <'nnmeration of farm,., 
unless the enumerator makes n spPri:ll pffort to find such 
est.ablishmPnts. (See definition of a farm, p. 81.) 

Q. 5Z. Mules.-Do 1wt include bret>dlng jacks or jennies, 
burros, donkeys, or asses of any kind under mule-s. llrl'<'ding 
operations of jacks and jt>nnies should be Included under ''Sup· 
pl('lnPntal Infornm Uon." 

Q. 55. Cows Milked.-Report herp the numbt>r of cowl'< and 
bpif<'rs milk<'d at any time during lfl39 rPgardiP;;,.; of wlwthl'r 
thl'Y are still on the fnrm. If still on the farm on April 1. 1940, 
they should also he reported undPr Question 54 ( unlpss under 
2 ypars of age at thl" heginning of this rear). 

Q. 56. Milk Produced.-Report, in g-allons, all cow's milk pro­
du<'E'd in 1939, whether used or sold. Milk drawn hut Inter 
fro to animals is to bt' reportPd as produced. Be surp to 
indude any milk produced hy cows keJ}t on the farm or ranch 
by Nnployl'('S. Do not include goat milk or milk drawn by 
nursing calves. 

Wht'n t·omplete records of prodn<'tion nrl' not available, it 
will he n<"Cessary to secure from til(' farm OlK'rator, or the 
{K'rson furnishing the information, a figure ba~Pd on whatever 
information is availabl<'. This information mny b(' in the 
naturP of rl'Cords of milk, cream, or butter sold, rPcords furn­
ished by a cow tester, reports mnde by the OJ)(>rator a" a crop 
reporter, or records of production started but discontinued, 
etc. The enumerator should furnish any conversions, such as 
the approximate number of gallons of milk required for a 
pound of butter, a pound of butterfat, o~ a gallon of cream, 
which :Will assist in the calculation. Se-veral such conversions 
are given on p. 128. 

If the. records are too incomplete, it will be nece~sary to 
secure- a report for milk produePd based on the daily production 
at the high and low pPriods of milk flow (high plus low 
divided by 2). Multiply this a V<'rage daily production by the 
number of days during whkh milk was produc·ed. Be sure to 
make allowance for any P<'riod during which cows were dry. 

The tlgurl.' finally arriYl'd at should include all milk produced 
during the yt>ar 1939. The milk s:lwwn as produc<'d should 
cover tbt> products rt>port<'d as sold plus those used on the farm. 
The production should also be checked to see that it represents 
a rensonable amount (gallons, not quarts or pounds) for the 
number of cows milkPd. Explain unusually high or unusually 
low production undt>r "Supplemental Information" or in the 
margin of the schpdule. 

If milk production is in pottnds, the enumerator must con­
vert to .uallO'I~. Either of the two mt-thods may hi' usPd: 

1. DiYide the- number or pounds by 8.6 (a gallon of milk 
weighs 8.6 pounds). · 

2. Multiply the number of pounds by 0.116 (a pound of 
milk contains 0.116 gallons). 

Q. 57. Butter Churned in 1939.~If butter was churned from 
whole milk, note this fact under "Supplt>mental Information•· or 
in the mnrgin of the schedule. 
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Q. 58. Whole Milk Sold in 1939.-Dairy products produced on 
iustitutional farml' for usc in the institution should be }'('ported 
ns sold. Report all whole milk in terms of gallons. Do not 
r('port lillY skiromro milk or buttl.'rmilk sold 

Q. 59. CretJm Sold in 1939.-Report the pounds of butterfat in 
the cream and not the pounds of cream. Where cream was sold 
hy th<' pint, quart, gallon, etc., <'lllenlate the butterfat content. 
Ordinarily, crt>am sold as sw~t or coffee cream contains ap­
Proximatt>lv Z pounds of hntt~>rfat per gallon. Cream sold ns 
sour <'i"t:am Is gcn('rally skimml'<i somewhat mor<' closely and 
eontnin:-; approximntcly 2:! P,Onuds of butterfat per gnllou. 

Q. 61. Value of Dairy Produets Sold in 1939.-Do uot include 
tlw vahw of goat milk or products sold which sho~ld be }'('ported 
under Qut>sth•u 86. The value reported under Question 61 is 
t>Xpe<'tt>d to be consistE:>nt with the quantities reportro as sold 
under Questions 58, 59, and 60. If the pri('('S l'('C('ived by a 
farm<>r wl're materially higher than for most farmers in your 
area, or if cheese, buttermilk, or skimmed milk was sold, explain 
uudt>r "Supplcmeutal Information" or in the margin of the 
schedule. 

Q. 6Z. Sheep tJntl Ltunbs.-ln reporting the total number of 
sheep and lambs owr 6 months of age, l,le sure to include rams 
and wetht>rs over that age. If the sum of the entries for Questions 
63 and 64 l'quals the total sheep and lambs report~ under 
Question 62, explain under "Supplemental Information" or in 
the margin of the sehe-dule why the flock consists solely of 
ewes. Also explain if the total shown under Question 62 in­
cludes no ewes or only a small proportion of ewes. These last 
two requirt>mt>nts are necessary only when a considerable num­
ber is iu'l'olYed. 

Q. 63. Yearling Ewes.-Report all ewes between 6 ·and 18 
months of agl' on April 1, 1940. For the most part these will 
include only ewe lambs of 1939, but, particularly in California, 
Arizona, and Texas, might include some late lambs of 1938. 

Q. 65. Sheep and ~ambs Shorn in 1939.-The instruction on 
the sclwdult'-"If this farm has sheep on hand and no wool 
shorn in 1939, Explain"-is again emphasize-d. Also, where 
tht>re is considerablt! dilierenct' between the number of sheep on 
hand and the number of slwep shorn, explain fully. 

Q. 68. Animals Slaughtered.-Report all animals butchered in 
193\1 fo1· use of tlw farm operntoi', also any for use of hired help 
or otlwrs living on the farm, whether such animals were 
butchered by them or for them on a custom basis, either on or 
off the farm. Also include animals butchered where· either 

. the whole carcas>: or meat was sold, or is to be sold. Include 
animals pur('hased for buteht>ring as well as auimals raised 
and butchen•d, but cocdudc animals butchered on a custom 
basis for others. 

Do not include any calves disposed of at birth 
Q. 69. Goots and Kids Over I Months Otd.-lnclude as "An­

gora" only such goats as produce mohair. All short-haired 
goats must be reported under "other." 

Q. 70~ Mohair and Kid. Hair. Clipped.-The production of 
mohair and kid hair should be consistent with the number of 
Angoras and kids reported. Do not include any clippings from 
goats reportro as "other" and clipped only for sanitation or 
convenience. If a considerable number of Angora goats are 
reported but no mohair is sh<•wn as clipped, or if the quantity 
df mohair is large or small compared with the number of 
Angora goats on hnnd, explain under "Supplemental Informa-
tion" Ill' in the margin of the sche-dule. · 

Q. 71. Goots Milked.-Include only goats providing milk for 
immediate human consumpt~on or for the manufacture of cheese 
or other food products. Note that the quantity of goat milk 
produced is not to be enumerated. Do not report goat milk 
under Qu<>stion 56. The value of any goat milk, butter, or 
cheese :;:old should be iuclude<l under Question 86. 

Q. 72. Livestock Bought.-U~port all livestock bought in 193H, 
whether now on hand, sold, or otherwise disposed of. 

Q. 73. Livestock Sold.-Report nil sales of live animals during 
1939. Indude those bought in 1009 or earlier aDd sold in 19.19, 
as well as those rni~ed on the farm or ranch and sold in l!X'I9. 

Q. 71. Value of Livealock Sold.-The value reported is e:r­
Jl('Cted to be ~nsisteut with the numbers of animals reported 
.as sold under Question 73. If animals other than those ll;;tt>d 
uudt•r Question 73 wt>re sold or if the prices received were ma­
terially hight>r tluw for otht>r farms In your area, explain llll(h•r 
''Supplementnl Information" or in the margin of the schedule. 

The value of whole carcasst>s or meat of butchl:'re<l animals 
sold or traded is to be reported under Question 86. 

Q. 75-78. Poultry.-Be sure to include all poultry on the farm, 
whether owuro by the Opt'l'lltor, by employees, or others. If 
a broiler establishment is bl:'ing f.numerated, do not include 
under "Number on hand" any broilers or fryers unless tht•y 
t'Xceed 4 months of age. If a considerable number of bi'Oilers 
or fryers, over 4 months old, are include-d, note on the schedule 
their approximate ages and numbers. 

Uudt>r ''Number raised" report 1 year's operations so that all 
rowls (except those sold as baby chicks or started chick.~. 
poults, etc.) which reached a marketable age are included. 
wh!.'tht>r still ou lland. sold, <'<'nsumed on the fnrm. or lost 
through any cause. 

If there ar(' chickt'ns on hand, a I't'port will usually, but not 
always, be required ftlr chickens raised and for egg producUon. 
If, 'howe\"('r, no chickens were raised or no eggs produc<>d. 
explain on the sche-dule. 

Q. 78. Other Poultr11.-Re sure to rt'port the numlll•r of 
pigeous. quail, etc., and not th(' numb<'r of pairs. 

Q. 79. Chickens Sold.-Do not Include baby chleks or srartt>d 
chicks sold. 

Q. 80. Chicken Eggs Produced.-Include all chicken t>ggs laid 
in 1939 whether sold; hatched, or USt'd on the }lremise>~ for any 
purpose. Be sure to include eggs laid by chickens kept on thi..; 
farm by employees. 

Chicken eggs should be reported in dozt>ns. The farm oper­
ator, his wife, or other person furnishing the iuformatlon 
should give careful attention to any records available, cnm· 
plete or partial, such as the number of eggs produced during 
any pel"iod, any records of sale~. etc. Wht>re tncomplt>te n>t•­
ords are used, the number of dozens nf «.>ggs not included in 
the record should be carefully cal<'nlate-d. 

Where no written record is 8\"nilahle, the production Hhould 
be based on the daily productf<lll at the dlff«.>r(~nt s<>ason!l, 
esp<>einlly the high and Jow point" of the- year. Tht> 1_9.'J9 
production wlll equal approxlmatf>ly the average of the daily 
production of the high aud low periods (high plus low dlvidt>tl 
by 2) multiplied by the numht>r of days during whi<'h «.>ggs 
were obtained. Be sure to takr ·into a.(•cou11t a/!11 tJeriod d11r·· 
ing 11'1tic·h flQ eggs 1t"ere laid. Any unusunl and extrnortlilllll'V 
factors, SU<'h as sickness in the 1loek or 11 <'onsiderablt' <'han~:" 
in l!lze of flock, should bt> gln•n careful comsiderutlon nntl th•• 
:werage udjusted so as to reprt>sent as ·nearly a!'l posslblt• th•' 
tme dally 11 verag«.>. 

lf the production (dozen") [!'; not (·onsigteut with the nnrn· 
hN" of <'hicl,t>n>< on hnntl on April 1. 1940, explain undet• "Sup­
plt•mental Information" or In tht> margin of the S<'hedul<'. 

Q. 81. Value of Poultry, Eggs, etc., Sold.-Check to !It'<' tlult 
the Yalue reportt'd is consistent with the nnmt)('r of poultry 
rais<><l and eggs produced. taking Into a<'COtmt thos«.> COUl<llllWd 
ou tht> farm or used for rt•phwenwut. · If therl:' is ttn)· mnt .. rial 
cli~<<'r<>puncy owing to sales vf baby (•hicks. ponlt~;. h:Ht·hing cg:~t;.o. 

etc., or to hlgh mortality, or to losses by theft, explain uncler 
"Supplemental Iuformation" or on the margin of the schedule. 

Bees and Honey.-A Farm and Ranch schedule must be ge-
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cured for every beekeep<'r the ''nine of who>;e agricultural prod­
ucts, including honey, In 1939 amounted to $250 or more. 

Q. BZ. Bees.-If on this farm tht•re are bees owned by a 
perl!lon other thun the operator, not only list on the schedule 
for this farm the number of hives hut also inquire as to whethN 
the· owner of such colonies has other bees. If he has' as many 
as 30 hin•s altogether, on this farm nlld elsewhere, you should 
visit him, if in your <listtkt, and dt•termine whether a schedule 
should be obtained. If sueh i::; the case, prepare a farm sched­
ul(', inc•luding thereon the total quantity of honey produced by 
all his bees, but do not Include under Q. 82 of schedule any beef 
located on farms operuted by others. n~ these will be euumer­
ated on the schedules for those farms. If such owner is not 
in your district, send to your supervisor the name and addrc~s 
of the owner of the bees and any Information pertaining to his 
operations which might be helpful in the enumeration, such as 
number of hives of bees on this farm, a stntement whether be 
bas other bees and where locllted, etc., in order that a Farm 
and Ranch schedule may· h<> obtain<>d from him. 

Q. 83. Honeg.-Report the pounds of honey pro<lueed for all 
bees actually owned by the op<>rator, whether located on his 
farm, on another farm, or in a de~ert, swamp, on hills, or other 
nonfarm .land. Where honc.>y is reported from bees located on 
other farms (not reported on this schedule) give, under "Sup­
plemental· Information" or in the margin of this schedule, the 
number of such hives and their location. If the farmer reports 
gallons of honey, comert to pounds by multiplying by 12. 

. Q. 86. V(llue of Wool, Mohair, Etc.-Report here the value of 
goat milk and products sold as well as the value of wool sho.rn, 
mohair clipped, pelts taken from fur animals in capitivity, and 
meat, hides, honey, and wax produced in 1939 that were or are 
to be sold or traded. Also report the value of bees and fur 
animals sold or traded in 1939. -

XV.-cBOPS HARVESTED ON THIS FARM IN 1939 

Before enumerating the crop acreages and productions, be 
sure you are thoroughly familiar with the instructions in regard 
to Question 13, "Land froin which crops were harvested;" Ques­
tion 14, "Land from which no crop was harve::;ted because of 
failure;" QuE'~tion 11), "Cropland idll• or fallow;" Section VIII, 
"Irri~at.ion ;" and S<'<'tion XIII. "Snppl<'m<>ntal Information.'' 

Omitted Inquiry Numbers.-Yon will note that tlwre arE> 
,skips or brt•nks in the inquiry numhcrs in the crop section of 
Y<!Ur sch<>dule. The reaf'on for thc.>se skips i~ suggestE-d in the 
note.> ut the top of the crop section of the ,:chedulc.> wl1ich rt'ads. 
"Omitted inquiry numbers repr<>sent crops which will be in­
fr(,'queutly reported in this gt•neral area (or StatE'\." This 
:plan :was evolved to help you. in thnt it does not r('quire you 
to ask questions which are not generally applicable in your 
area. Occmdonally, however, such an omittro inquiry would 
be applkaoble to a ft>w farms or to limited areas in one or more 
States in the regions W]l.E're omitted. Whenever you . ascertain 
that a <·rop has been hnrvested whkh doef' not ha>e a separate 
inquiry on your schedule, report such crop under Questions 142. 
168, 18:-t 208. 215~ or 228. whichf'>er is upplicable. in order that 
all croiJS may be fully enumeratl'd. 

Only one set of general instructions bas been prepared. 
Hen<·t>. while thl:' schedule for Region 1 does not ha>e the sepa­
rate inquiry (130) for cotton. the enumerator in that general 
area will fii1d in these instructions reference to Qu<>stion 130, 
•·Cotton han·ested." If in Region 1 an enunl.erator ascertains 
cotton was harvested in 1939, as will be found in sevc.>rul south· 
ern Illinois counties, such acreage ana production should be re­
ported under Question 142. "Other field crops not elsewhere 
reported." 

E\·l:'n though the present operator was not on this farm last 
year. he should report the crop>~ harvt>!<ted on this farm iu 1939, 
although they were not raised by bim. but by his predt'cessor. 

li )<Oill<' oth<>r person harvested the crops ou thi!'l farm in 1!139, 

the prl'!'<(•ut opt'rator should furnish as clo:;:ely as fJOf'~ihle the 
acrea~e:-: and yields. also his best approximation of the liYestock 
prochll't!'. 

Unit of Measure.-Frequently the unit of measure common to 
:vour 'localitv will not be that ealled for on the sehedule. In 
~ueh ea!<E'. c~m·<>rt to tht> unit spedfied aud under "SupplemE'ntal 
[uformatiou·· name and deo:eribt> the.> unit commonly us€'d in the 
Ioealit~·. giving it!< approximate euhic content or nE't weight and 
the c·onversion faetor used. Tbt- <·ou\·ersiort tables on pp. 128--
184 may be helpful, in some instances. in making the conver;;ion 
to the unit called for on the schedule. 

Two or More Crops from Same Lantl.-Where two or more 
crops were harvested from the same land in 193!), be sure to 
report both or all crops. The particular method of handling 
•such crops d<>pends largely upon the manner in which the >ari­
ous crops were grown in relation to one another. Under Sec­
tion XIII, "Hupplt>mE'ntal Information," on the fac<> .of the 
s<:hedule, space is vro,·idt>d for listing any succession and intl'r­
planted crops reported in Section XV, "Crops Han·ested on 
this farm in 1939." 

( 1) Succession crops.-Where two or more crops were har­
wsted from the same land in 1939 but were gro,'\·n in succes­
:-ion, i. e., one crop planted and harvested, then another crop 
planted and harvested, the acreage should be reported under 
the inquiry for each crop. . In a few cases the succession crops 
may rc.>present two crops from the same planting, as, for ex­
ample, a seed crop of clover following a hay crop of clover . 
(However, in reporting two or more cuttings of bay from the 
same land, the acreage is to be reported but once, whereas 
the production of all cuttings is to be reported.) Several other 
examples of succession crops are : 

Soybeans (or cowpeas) after wheat ·(or oats) was har­
vested 

Corn following Irish potatoes. 
One vegetable following the same or another kintl of vege-

table. 

Frequently where one crop follows another the succeeding crop 
may m- planted before the preceding crop is harvested, the 
plai1ting of the second crop being sufficiently delayed that it 
does not seriously interfere with the development of the first 
crop. One example is corn planted between the rows of Irish 
potatoes a short time before the potatoes are harvested. 

Wheat seeded in the fall of 1939 (for harvest in 1940) in or 
following corn or other crops must n.ot be reported. Likewise, 
clm·er, alfalfa, or grass seeded in 1939 (for harvest in 1940) in 
or following a small grain crop must not be reported. 

(;!) lnterplantcd crop8.-Where a row crop is planted at 
approximately normal planting distance and some other c~op 
is grown between or in the rows of the first crop, the acreage 
should be reported under both the row crop and the inter­
planted crop. If the interplanted crop is one of the annual 
legumes, enter the acreage in the column headed "With other 
crops." Some examples of interplanted crops are: 

Soybeans (or cowpens, peanuts, or velvetbeans) inter· 
planted with corn or with sorghums. 

Pumpkins interplanted with corn. 
One vegetable interplanted with another. 

(3) Crops in orch17rd.~.-Where a crop is grown bc.>tween the 
trees of an orchard. report the acreagE' under till:' crop as well 
a;; under Question 1M. All single crops grown in orchards 
are considered as grown nlonl:'. 

(4) Jlizcd crops.-As noted on the schedule, where flax and 
wheat nre grown together, one-half of the acreage is to l)(" re­
ported undE'r each crop. The schedule provides for reporting 
other mixed grains under Question 95 and for reporting a 
mixture of timothy and clowr hay under Question 120. A mix­
ture of gra.ins for hay should be reported under Question 121. 

Crops grown and hqn'e~<fC'd 17.8 17 mii1Jf1tre, for which the 
schedule makes no pro\·ision, should be rl:'ported under the. crop 
whi<>h predominates. A notation should be made alongside, 
such as "mix(-d with ------.'' giving the name of the secondary 
crop. For example, if cor)l and sorghums were grown together, 
with corn predominating, n..nd the mixture was cut for silnge, 
rt'port under Question 89 an'd note "mixed with sorgh\mls.'' 

Where an annual legnme is grown with another t'rop and 
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ha1·ve~ted as a mixtnr~·· I't'JlOI"t, in nil <'llS('S, tlw totnl m·r<•s o1 
the mixtu!'t' under the mqniry for the mmual legume (Questions 
108-115) m tht> rolumn lH.•nd<"d "With other crops." 

(a.) If the annunl lE"gunw nnd a small grain are Imrvestt>d 
a!< mixro grains, the total a('l'es and production nrt> to he 
r~ported m1~er Qaestion 95. "Mixed grains." TherE"fore, 
"hE'n reportmg thE' aen•s of thl? annunl ll?gume in thP 
column .''With otht•r e.rotJ~>," do not report any pnrt of thE' 
produ<'tJon, as tlw entlrt> lll"o<ill('tion will have alr<'ad:v ht><•n 
shown undl?r mixt>d gmius. If, howe,·el', the sm11u' grnin 
was :<E'€'d<>d nul~· to support (that i,.,, hold up) the annual 
l~gume and tlw quantity of tht• smnll grain is 1wgligihle,

(b) If, for a nuxtnr~ otlwr thnn with a smnll grniu, tit€'

(5 l Uontov.r farnli-ng.-In ('On tour tarming where different 
crops arc altl'rnated on different levels, the acr!'age should be 
fairly allocated among the several crops. Do not confuse with 
interplnnting. 

(6) Byprorlucts.-As a gem·rnl rule, byproducts, such as grain 
straw, bean straw, p<'a vine>< from which the pea8 were threshed, 
corn fodd<'r or Rilage .from which ears were harvested, b€'E't tops 
and beet pulp, mint hay, 11nd the like, are not to b<' listed' on the 
sehedule. Pennut vines Raved for hay where the nuts were 
hnrve;:ted, also redtop saved for hay where the t•edtop seed 
was lmrvested, should be reported. 

Volunteer Crops.-Acr('a[!e and produrtion for any volunteer 
crops hanested in 1939, that is, tlw8e crops which reseeded 01 

reproducl?d thf>mselves in an)· manner and were harvested, 
should be rl'ported for that particular crop. 

Crops for Seed.-Vegetable seeds, other than peas and beans, 
are to be rE"ported under Question 171. Seed beans are to be 
reportE"d under Question 112 (113 and 114 in Arizona and 
California) and seed peas under Question 115. 

The inquiries for grains harvested do not :;;pecify the use to 
be made of the grain. Therefore, hybrid seed corn (except 
sweet corn) is to be reported under Question 88 and certified 
oats under QuE'f'tion 96. , For a similar re11son, certified seed 
potatoes are to he reported under Question 129 or 131. Where 
a seed crop is harvested and there is no specific inquiry under 
which it should be Included, report under Question 142. How­
ever, where the f:E'I?d is a byproduct, as, for example, cottonseed, 
it is not to b<> rE"ported. Swel?t corn "seed" should be reported 
under Qtwstion 171. 

Checking the Entries for Crops Harvested.-BE"fore leaving 
this f11rm, check the entries in SE'ction XV to see that there 
is no crop, for which production if: required on the schedule, 
with the acrea~e reported and the splice for production left 
blank, or the production given and not the acreage. Also check 
for E':H'h crop the approximate yid<l per acre to see that it is 
repnrt<>d in tiH' proper unit and is reasonable. Errors are often 
mauc by placing entries on tlw wrong line, thu:;; sh,Jwing a ('rop 
that was not harvested. This l\iud of error should be enrpfull~· 
guarded ag~tinst. 

Corn 

Q. 87. Total Acreage of Corn.-Yonr attention is called to the 
omission,. shown in the note on the schedule under "f',orn." 

Report swN>t rorn nnrl other ('orn for rnm:tin~ ears for snl£> 
either for the fl-esh market or for cnnnmg, nrtder Q1wstion JSC., 
poprorn under Question 138 (or under 142 for States where 
Qm•stion 138 Is omitted), and "Egyptian .corn," kaflr, and milo 
maize under Questions H1, 92, or 93. 

Q. 88. Corn for Grain.-The quantity of oorn harvested for 
grain must be t·cportcd ·in terms ot b"she~s of shel'ted corn. 
Mncb confusion exists in regard to expressing the produ<'tion of 
c<•m In bushels be<'ause of the ditiei·enre in ''olume of ear and 
shelled corn and because of the .common usage of units oth<'r 
than bushels in many ar~?as. Ear corn occupiE"s approximatE'!)' 
twice the space requil·ed for shell<>d corn. Two bushel b11skN>< 
lew•l full or 1% heli)Wd bushel baskets of hnRkt>d ear <'orn, or 
6 level or 4 heaped bushel baskets of unhusked corn, equal 1 
bushel of shelled com. Many farmers m11y give as the bushels 
of rorn harvested the number of bush~?! baskets of ear corn in· 
stend of the E"quivnlent number of bushels of shelled corn 
(roughly, one-half as many). If the farmer reports b:urels 
of corn, be sure, when you convert his production to bushels, 
that you undl•rstand the size of the barrel he means and 
whether he is rellOrting bnrrels of ear corn or barrels of 
sh<'lled corn. 

Q. 89. Corn for Silage.-See p. 130 for table showing capucitieR 
of siloR Do 11ot include sllngl? from husks or other <'anning 
refuse or from eoru from which the ears lla ve been removed. 

Sorgll IIJH.~ 

Q. 91. Sorghums for Grain.-ln<'ludl? th!' seE"d of swe~?t sor­
ghums and tlw seed from th<> nuious hybrids, as well us from 
grain sorghums. Some of tile mnr!' common sorghums, otlwr 
than those mentioned on the schedule, are: kalo, grohomn, 
durra, feterita, sagrain, amber cane, orange cane, sumac cntn·. 
redtop cane, and Cheyen'ne sweetstnlk. 

Q. 9Z. Sorghuln8 for Silage.-See p. 130 for table showing 
mpncities of silos. Do not include ~llage made from sorglmm>< 
from which thE' !wads haw• bN•n rt•moved. Such acrC'age should 
be l'I?IIOI'tcd \md<•r Q. 91. · 

Q. 93. Sorglrums for Hay or Fodder.-lnrlude sorghums "cut 
for f<'E'd." 

Q. 91. Sweet Sorghuln8 for Sirup.-fl.how the f>ntlre prodnc­
tlon of sirup made from sorghums cut on the farm, including 
any sirup pnid as toll for grinding. Do not include any tak<•n 
as toll from othE"rs. 

SmaU grains 

Report under Question 142 any small grains h.ar'fested for 
grain other than those listed on the schedule. The term "rom­
blned" is used to indicate harveRt by a machine which both cnt"! 
and threshes the grain in a single operation. It does not mE"an 
a mixture or combination of grains. 

Mature small grains hogged or grazed otf should be reported 
under Question 141 (and not under QuestionR 91)-107), while 
small grain hay should be reported under Question 121. 

Q. 95. Mixed Grains.-Even thaugh the mixture of grains may 
be s<'paratl?d in the process of harvesting or after harvest and 
the quantities of the separate grains determined, report the 
total of the mixture here and do not report under the questions 
for those specific crops the quantities of the separate kinds in­
cluded in this mixture. 

Q. 97. Oats Cut and Fed Unthreshed.-Report here only oats 
cut in the mj,Jk stage or later. Oats cut prior to beading should 
be reportf>d under grain hay, Question 121. 

Q. 100. Flax Threshed (or Combined).-Any flax grown pri­
marily for fiber should be reJlOrted under Question 142, "Other 
field crops." Any flax grown primarily for seE"d should not be 
reported as grown for fiber even though some of the !ltraw may 
hnve been used for such a purpose. Where flax and wheat are 
grown together, rl?port our-half the 11creage and the ~?ntire 
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quantity of flaxseed here, and report the other half of the acre­
age and the entire quantity of wbt>at under wht>at. Whcr~ such 
n mixture is grown, explain nnd'!r "Supplemental Information." 

Q. 107. Rice.-Where reported In bushels (for States other 
than California anil Arizona) convert to 162-lb. barrels by mul­
tiplying by 8%. For California and Arizona, convert bushels to 
1()(}-ilb. bags by multiplying by 0.45. Also see page 131 for other 
eonverslon factors for rice. "Patch" rice should be lndn<led 
under Question 107. Wild rice should not be reported her<', but, 
If given domestic care, it should be reported under Question 142. 

Annual legumes 

Note that the quantity harvested for Questions 111-115 may 
he from only a part of the acreage shown or may represent in­
cidental picking from the entire acreage. Where an Incidental 
picking is made of soybeans, peanuts, or cowpens (1. e., beanFl. 
nuts, or peas picked at random J, bpt the major use ot the crop 
is for hay, hogging off, or the like, report under part (a) of 
the question (108, 109, or 110) an acreage consistent with the 
quantity of beans, nuts, or veas harvested. When any of the 
annual legumes shown under Questions 108-115 were used for 
hay or silage, in addition to including the acreage under the 

. speci11c question for the annual legume also report the acreage 
and production under Question 116 if hay, or under Question 
140 if silage. 

Beans and peas harvested primarily for use as green vegeta­
bles should not be Included here. If harvested green as vegeta­
bles and used on this farm, report only under Question 144, 
but if sold, report only under Question 147, 148, 163, or 168, 
which ever is applicable. Include, howe\·er, in the annual 
legume section all dry beans and dry peas for table use, also 
all seed beans and seed peas, including garden and canning 
varieties. 

Hay 

If during the year two or more cuttings of hay were taken 
from the same planting, report the acreage only once. If, 
however, both a hay and a seed crop were taken from the same 
land, report the acreage for both hay and seed. Report mixed 
haY:S according to the kind or variety which predominated. 
Report hay silage under Question 140 and not as hay. 

Q. 1%3. Wilcl Hag.-Include wild grasses thickened with small 
quantiti~ of clovers or tame grasses. Include wild hay cut 
from public or other lands with 110 renta.l paid. (See p. 91 
"Land used but neither owned nor leased.") 

Clover and grass ttecds 

For converting production to specified units, see conversion 
tables on page 131. 

Q. 1ZS. GraBB Seefl.-In the space provldro, write in the 
variety af grass seed, as Italian ryl'grass, English ryegrass, 
crested wheatgrass, western wheatgrass, slender wheatgrass 
(also known as western ryegrass), Hungarian brome, smooth 
brome, creeping bent, V<'lvet bent, red fescue, meadow fescue, ete.

Q. 1Z9. lruh Pofafoes.-Report Irish (white) potatoes grown 
for home use as well as those grown for sale. On many farms 
this crop is grown on fractions of acres, oftentimes as part of 
thE.' farm garden. SnPh fractianal acrcnges should be li!:tf'd as 

· specified on the schedule. 
Q. 130. Coiton.-Report in running square b~tll's and in frac­

tions of nmning square bales, c::onverting round hales to square 
(2 round bales equal 1 square bale). If sold in the seed, esti­
mate the aquare bales of lint cotton. Usually 1,500 pounds of 
8ee<l cotton will gin 1 square bale of lint. Do not att'<'mpt to 
adj~-:t running square bales to cquivalmt 500-pound bales. 

Q. 131. Sweetpotatoes and Yams.-Henort sweetnotatoE's and 

yams harvested for home use or for livestock feed, as well as 
those grown for sale. If hogged of!, report under Question 141 
only. On many farms this crop Is grown on fractions of acres, 
oftentimes as part of the farm garden. Such fractional acre­
ages should be listed as specified on the schedule. 

Q. 13Z. Tobacco.-In Regions 1, 2, 3, and 4 write In the name 
used locally to designate the type of tobacco harvested in 193fl. 
For example, if the tobacco was flue-cured, write in the desig­

As emphasized earlier in these instructions, a Farm and 
Ranch schedule should be made out for every tract of land 
operated by a cropper or tenant. In the South, however, crop­
pers and tenants frequently work under close supervjsion, and 
the land that each works may merely be part of a large agri­
cultural enterprise, that is, a tract operated as a single unit 
from the standpoint of the cropping system or managerial or 
supervisory functions. For example, a holding comprising 15 
cropper or tenant tracts and additional land worked by the 
owner or mnnuger with his own or hired labor, requires. that 
16 Farm and Rnnch schedules be made out, even though the 
entire holding may be worked as a unit under the close super· 
vision of the owner or m.anager. In many of such cases, the 
crops will be marketed by the landlord. In some cases, part or 
all of the farm im11lements and machinery and domestic animals 
used by the croppers or tenants are owned by the landlord and 
may or may not be left in the possession of the croppers or 
tt·nants. Cash or credit advances may be made by the land­
lord to or for the croppers or tenants, and he may make ex­
JlPilditures for them for labor and fertilizer. 

In order to mnke possible a statistical treatment of the entire 
operation as a unit and to avoid the danger of duplications 
and omissions in the returns for animals, crops, and expendi­
hues, a snppl<'mentary schedule called "Plantation (Multiple­
Farm Unit) Schedule" has been provided for use in the Southern 
t;tatl's and in a few other areas where cotton production is im­
portant. (For a list of these States and areas see p. 92.) On 
this schedule it is necessary to list the required information fol' 
the "home farm" and for each cropper and tenant. From this 
It should be clear that the Plantation (Multiple-Farm Unit) 
:-:c·hednlt• does not replace the Farm and Ranch schedule but only 
supplements it. 

It is imperative that census enumerators have a thorough 
understanding of what is meant by a plantation, or .multiple­
farm unit, in order to make correct u~e of the Plantation (Mul­
tiple-Farm Unit) schedule. This und<>rstanding may be obtained 
by a careful study of the definition of a ''plantation" and "home 
farm" and of the illustrative discussion of typical enumeration 
prol.>l('ms that may be encountered. 

Dennttron of a Plantation.-A plantation (as here used) 
eompri>:PR a continuous tract or clos<'ly adjaeent tracts of land 
on which fiye or more farm families (Including at least one 
cropper or tenm1t family) are regularly employed, and which 
tracts are operated as a single working unit \n respect to a 
C<'ntral farm headquarters and to the control of labor, cropping 

system8, and ro.rming operations. Thus, a plnntation should 
include all the land worked from a central farm lwadqnartN·s 
with croppe1-s, wage labor, or the operator's family labor, plus 
any additional land, work<'d by share or oth<'r tl'llants, that may 
be part of the operation of the unit or plantation as a whole. 

The operations of share tenants, standing-rent tE>nants, anll 
cash tenants should be classed as pnrt of a plantation when 
<~uch opera tious are part of a working unit in respt•ct to crop­
ping systems, and, in some case:;~, sitpervlf<ion and the int<'r· 
change of labor and equipment. Otherwise, the operation of 
each such tenant should be enumerated on the Farm and Rnneh 
schedule only and not on the Plantation (Mnltiplc-Furm Unit) 
schedule. 

Definition of Rome Farrn.-The "home fnrm" lnclulles all the 
land in the unit not allotted to croppers or tenants. Thus, a 
report for the home farm should cover nil the land which the 
owner or manager operates, either wit!}. his own labor alO!lC 
or with the aid of wage hands, plus any land used for pasture 
and any other land, such us woodland or waste land not allotted 
to croppers or tenants. It is possible that there may not have 
been any actual farming done on the "home farm" tract. If 
a tenant rents a tract of land and in tul'll subrents so that a 
Plantation (Multiple-Farm Unit) schedule needs to be maue 
out for him, then any land operated by him with or without 
wage hands becomes the "home farm" tract for that operation 
unit. 

/UIUitrative Proble~~t~~.-A few illustratlnnl'! in thE.' form of 
problems and answers may serve to clarify what is meant by 
a plantation, or multiple-farm unit, and to emphasize some of 
the considerations that enumE.'rators should k<'ep in mind in 
determining whether a partl<•ular !let of agricultural operations 
should be enumerated as a plantation. Numerous situations 
of uncertain classification will be m<'t. of eonrse, that nre not 
covered in these few illustrations. As a general rule, in un· 
certain classifications, the enumE>ratot· 1<hould be guid<'d by the 
usual local undP.rstan<.tlng of what constltntf>R nn OtJ<'T'ntihg 
unit, and he should describe briefly on the Plantation (Mul­
tiple-Farm Unit) schedule when uncommon situations are 
encountered. 

Problem 1.-A. man operates a large tract of lund on which 
are employed 5 wage-labor families, 3 croppers, 2 share-tenants, 
1 standing-rent tenant, and 1 cash tenant. The entire holdinr 
Is operated as one unit from the same farm headquarters, crop­
ping systems are planned for the unit as a whole instead of 
for each individual tenai1t, and a considerable degree of super­
Vision is exercised. Is a Plantation (Multiple-Farm Unit) 
schedule required? 

Answer.-Yes. The holding is operated as a single unit and 
more than 5 farm families, including at least 1 cropper or 
tenant family, are regularly employed. In filling out the 
Plantation (Multiple-Farm Unit) schedule the land operated 
with wage labor (including pastures, woodland, waste 1111d 
other land not allocatt•d to croppers and tenants) should be 
listed under "home farm." The name of each tenant and 
cropper should also be shown, and the appropriate informa­
tion listed for each such operation. Keep in mind also that 
the Plantation, (Multiple-Farm Unit) schedule taken from 
the owner or manager for the operating unit as a whole is 
additional to the Farm and Ranch schedule that must lw 
taken separately for the "home farm" and for each cro)Jper 
and tenant operation. 

Problem 2.-Two tracts of land 3 miles apart are worked a:< 
a single operating unit with substantially the sanw power and 
equipment and under the same managt•m<'nt. All of the labor 
is on a wage basis! and 15 wage-hand families are r<'gulnri:J. 
employed on the two tracts. Is a Plantation (Multiple-Farm 
Unit) schedule required? -

Answer.-No. This situation represents a single farm in 
that it is worked as a single operating unit on which no 
croppers or tenants are employed. Such a situation will be 
listed on a Farm an(J Ranch schedule r<'gnrdless of the num­
ber of wage families employed on the operating unit, ~;o 
obviously little would be ~-:ained in repeating the information 
on a Plantation (Multlple-Fnrm Unit) scherlale. If, how·

JUNE 18, 1929 

SEO. 5. * • * that each enumerator or other employee 
detailed to serve as enumerator shall be charged with the collec­
tion in his subdivision of the facts and statistics called for on 
the population and agricultural schedules, and such other 
schedules as the Director of the Census may determine shall be 
used by him in connection with the census. It shall be the duty 
of each enumerator to visit personally each dwelling house in 
his subdivision, and each family therein, and each individual 
living out of a family in any place of abode, and by inquiry 
made of the head of each family, or of the member thereof 
deemed most competent and trustworthy, or of such individual 
living out of a fap:lily, to obtain each and every item of informa­
tion and all particulars required for the census ; and in case no 
person shall be found at the usual place of abode of such family, 
or individual living out of a family, competent to answer the 
inquiries, then it shall be lawful for the .census employee to 
obtain the required information as nearly as may be practicable 
from the family or families or person or persons living nearest 
to such place of abode who may be competent to answer such 
inquiries. 

SEC. 6. That the census of the population and of agriculture 
required by section 1 of this act shall be taken as of the 1st day 
of .April, and it shall be the duty of each enumerator to com­
mence the enumeration of his district on the day following 
unless the Director of the Census in- his discretion shall change 
the date of commencement of the enumeration in said district 
by reason of climatic or other conditions which would materially 
interfere with the proper conduct of the work; but in any event 
it shall be the duty of each enumerator to prepare the returns 
hereinbefore required to be made and to forward the same to 
the supervisor of his district within thirty days from the com­
mencement of the enumeration of his district: Provided, That 
in any city having two thousand five hundred inhabitants or 
more under the preceding census the enumeration of the popula­
tion shall be completed within two weeks from the commence­
ment thereof." 

SEC. 7. That if any person shall receive or secure to himself 
any fee, reward, or compensation as a consideration for the 
appointment or employment of any person as supervisor. enu­
merator, or clerK, or other employee, or shall in any way receive 
or secure to himself any part of the compensation paid to any 
supervisor, enumerator, clerk, or other employee, he shall be 
deemed guilty of a felony, and upon conviction thereof shall be 
fined not more than $3,000 or be imprisoned not more than five 
years, or both. 

SEC. 8. That any supervisor, supervisor's clerk, enumerator, 
interpreter, special agent, or other employee who, having taken 
and subscribed the oath of office, shall, without justifiable cause, 
neglect or refuse to perform the duties enjoined on him by this 
act shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon convic­
tion thereof shall be fined not exceeding $500; or if he sha 11, 
without the authority of the Director of the Census, publish or 
communicate any information coming into his possession by 
reason of his employment under the provision of this act, or the 
act to provide for a permanent Census Office or acts amenda~ 
tory thereof or supplemental thereto, he shall be guilty of a 
felony and upon conviction thereof shall be fined not to exceE>d 
$1,000 or be imprisoned not to exceed two years, or both so 
fined and imprisoned in the discretion of the court; or if he shall 
willfully and knowingly swear or affirm falsely as to the truth 
of any statement required to be made or subscribed by him 
under oath by or under authority of this act or of the act t() 
provide for a permanent Census Office or acts amendatory 
thereof or supplemental thereto, he shall be deemed guilty of 
perjury, and upon conviction thereof shall be fined not t>xceeding 
$2,000 or imprisoned not exceeding five years, or both ; or if he 
shall willfully and knowingly make a false certificate or a fic­
titious return he shall be guilty of a felony, and upon convic­
tion of either of the last-named offenses he shall be fined n.ot 
exceeding $2,000 or be imprisoned not exceeding five years, or 
both ; or if any person who is or has been an enumerator shall 
knowingly or willfully furnish or cause to be furnished, directly 
or indirectly, to the Director of the Census or to any Super-. 
visor or other employee of the census any false statement or 
false information with reference to any inquiry for which he 
was authorized and required to collect information, he shall be 
guilty of a felony, and upon conviction thereof shall be fined 
not exceeding $2,000 or be imprisoned not exceeding five years, 
or both. 

SEo. 9. That it shall be the duty of all persons over eighteen· 
years of age when requested by the Director of the Census, or 
by any supervis()r, enumerator, or special agent, or other em­
ployee of the Census Office, acting under the instructions of the 
s11 id director, to answer correctly, to the best of their knowledge, 

all questions on the census schedules applying to themselves and 
to the families to which they belong or are related, and to the 
farm or farms of which they or their families are the occupants; 
and any person over eighteen years of age who, under the condi­
tions hereinbefore stated, shall refuse or willfully neglect to 
answer any of these questions, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, 
and noon conviction thereof shall be fined not exceeding $100 
or be imprisoned not exceeding sixty days, or both, and any 
such person who shall willfully give answers that are false shall 
be fined not exceeding $500 or be imprisoned not exceeding 
one year, or both. 

.And it is hereby made unlawful for any individual, committee, 
or other organization of any kind whatsoever, to offer or render 
to any supervisor, supervisor's clerk, enumerator, interpreter, 
special agent, or other officer or employee of the Census Office 
engaged in making an enumeration of population, either directly 
or indirectly, any suggestion, advice, or assistance of any kind, 
with the intent or purpose of causing an inaccurate enumeration 
of popul!tion to be made, either as to the number of person& 
resident in any district or community, or in any other respect; 
and any individual, or any officer or member of any committee 
or other organization of any kind whatsoever, who directly or 
indirectly offers or renders any such suggestion, advice, informa­
tion, or assistance, with such unlawful intent or purpose, shall 
be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof shall 
be fined not exceeding $1,000, or be imprisoned for not exceeding 
one year, or both. 

.And it shall be the duty of every owner, proprietor, manager, 
superintendent, or agent of a hotel, apartment house, boarding 
or lodging house, tenement, or other building, when requested 
by the Director of the Census, or by any supervisor, enumer­
ator, special agent, or other employee of the Census Office, act­
ing under the instructions of the said director, to furnish the 
names of the occupants of said hotel, apartment house, board­
ing or lodging house, tenement, or other building, and to give 
thereto free ingress and egress therefrom to any duly accredited 
representative of the Census Office, so as to permit the collec­
tion of statistics for census purposes, including the proper and 
correct enumeration of all persons having their usual place of 
abode in said hotel, apartment house, boarding or lodging 
house, tenement, or other building; and any owner, proprietor,

That it shall be the duty of every owner, official, 
agent, person in charge, or assistant to the person in charge, of 
any company, business, institution, establishment, religious 
body, or organization of any nature whatsoever, to answer 
completely and correctly to the best of his knowledge all ques­
tions relating to his respective company, business, institution, 
establishment, religious body, or other organization, or to rec­
ords or statistics in his official custody, contained on any cen­
sus schedule prepared by the Director of the Census under the 
authority of this act, or of the act to provide for a permanent 
Census Office, approved March 6, 1902, or of acts amendatory 
thereof or snnolement101l thereto; and any nerson violating the 
provisions of this section by refusing or willfully neglecting to 
answer any of said questions, shall be guilty of a-misdemeanor, 
and upon conviction thereof shaH be fined not exceeding $500, 
or imprisoned for a period not exceeding sixty days, or both so 
find and imprisoned, and any person violating the provisions of 
this section by willfully giving answers that are false shall be 
fined not exceeding $10,000 or impris.:med for a period not ex­
ceeding one year, or both. 

SEO. 11. That the information furnished under the provisions 
of this act shall be used only for the statistical purposes fer 
which it is supplied. No publication shall be made by the 
Census Office whereby the data furnished by any particular 
establishment or individual can be identified, nor shall the Di­
rector of the Census permit anyone other than the sworn em­
ployees of the Census Office to examine the individual reports. 

SEo. 12. That all fines and penalties imposed by this act may 
be enforced by indictment er information in any court of com-
petent jurisdiction. ·

SEc. 14. That all mail matter, of whatever class or weight, 

relating to the census and addressed to the Census Office, or to 
any official thereof, and indorsed "Official business, Census
